Secondary Education Quality and Access Enhancement Project (SEQAEP) Credit

No. 5325 BD is a follow up project of FSSAP and FSSAP-II during the period 1993-

2001 and 2001 to 2008 respectively. The Government of the People’s Republic of

Bangladesh has undertaken SEQAEP with the financial support of the International

Development Association (IDA). Directorate of Secondary and Higher Education

(DSHE) is the implementing agency of the Project. This project has been consists of

two units-SEQAEP Unit and Monitoring and Evaluation Wing (MEW).

The main objectives of the MEW are to monitor and evaluate the activities of DSHE

including other development projects with special emphasis on SEQAEP.

MEW has some very important responsibilities which will be executed under the time

bound Disbursement Linked Indicators (DLI) as agreed by GOB and IDA. These are

Learning Assessment in Secondary Institutions, transferring MEW in to revenue

budget and execution of Monitoring and Evaluation Activities-PMT Validation.

SEQAEP interventions. The achievement of these activities will forward the claim for

the allocation of the eligible expenditure of some critical interventions of the project

under DLI.

A part of the IDA fund will be utilized for payments of an individual (National)

Procurement Specialist who will provide technical inputs for the effective execution

of procurement under MEW.

Under the reference of SEQAEP-AF-91-1C-CI-S39 (MEW), MEW now invites eligible

individual national consultants to submit their Expressions of Interest (EQI) for

providing the services mentioned below.

Key Functions of the Procurement Specialist:

a) Prepare/regularly update an overall procurement plan for all goods, works and
services to be procured during the project period under MEW;

b) Prepare Procurement Processing Schedule for major components of
procurement plan for MEW;

c) Update Procurement Plan and Procurement Schedule in compliance with
credit/grant covenant.

d) Prepare/review/finalize procurement documents like bidding documents,
Request for Proposals (RFP), bid/proposal evaluation reports etc. for all contract
packages in accordance with the procurement procedure of the People's
Republic of Bangladesh (Public Procurement Act 2006, and Public Procurement
Rules 2008 and the World Bank Procurement, and Consultancy Guidelines;

e) Ensure that procurement is done in accordance with the provisions of the
Financing Agreement and with IDA's Guidelines and PPR;

e) Prepare and submit quarterly procurement report as per the agreed format with
IDA and in accordance with the provisions of the credit/grant covenant of project
and the guidance of Director (MEW);

g) Determine the appropriate procurement method to procure goods/services for
each contract;

h) Finalize specification of goods, prepare bidding documents and bidding
advertisements;

i) Make all necessary arrangements for procuring all goods and services,
including finalizing purchase documents based on user requirements and
ensuring that technical specifications of goods are in conformity with the
prescribed one;

j) Prepare public notice on procurement of goods/services as per requirement of
the project following the standard format of WB and PPR-2008. Assist in
publication of the tender notice in different print and electronic media.

k) Actively participate in all clarification meetings, pre-proposal meeting etc. with
prospective bidders;

l)  Organize/assist opening and evaluation of bids as a mandatory member of
Bid/Proposal Evaluation Committee, propose contract awards in accordance
with IDA's Procurement/Consultant's Guidelines/PPR and arrange for
transmission of documentation to IDA for approval;

m) Assist MEW in carrying out all activities related to contracting including contract
signing, and handling of documents that may be required for receiving,
distributing and delivering goods;

n) Prepare a detailed plan for the proper allocation, distribution and storage of
goods;

0) Supervise the implementation of contracts including transportation, delivery,
acceptance and storage;

p) Verify payments due under procurement contracts and help prepare
applications for payment;

g) Assist the Director (MEW) to prepare different types of reports of the project;

r) Prepare procurement risk mitigation plan with a set of performance indicators
following WB as well as GoB guidelines;

s) Guide/assist in handling relevant procurements related complaints.

Qualifications and Experiences:

a) B.Sc in Engineering or Master's in Economics/Statistics/Finance/Business
Administration/Management/Procurement/Law or other relevant subjects;

b) Candidates having advanced academic/professional qualification in
procurement/purchasing and supply chain will be given preference;

c) Atleast five (5) years work experience for in the field of government procurement
or have had responsibilities with a substantial content of his/her position in the
procurement area i.e. use of internationally accepted contract documents for
goods, works and consulting services; sound understanding of principles
underlying good procurement practices and international agencies' procurement
guideline; understanding of GoB's procurement rules and procedure, ability in
identifying and resolving procurement issues;

d) Experience in preparation of procurement plans for government projects, bidding
documents, RFPs and evaluation reports following donor agencies' guidelines
shall be an added advantage;

e) In-depth knowledge of technical, commercial and legal aspects of procurement in
development projects, financed by government and the World Bank is preferred;

f)  Ability in computer operation with experience of working independently;

g) Must possess excellent communication skills in English, both written and spoken;

Duration of the Assignment: The duration of the assignment will be for sixteen (16)

months. First 8 man months will be at a stretch. Service of the consultant will be

sought for another 8 man months as and when needed. However the duration of the
assignment may be increased or reduced according to the availability of the
consultant, performance of the consultant, project needs and budgetary provision.
