'Shibir protesters' now

bomb shuttle train

Authorities still not saying when
the halls will reopen

In their latest orgy of violence "demanding” reopening of
two dormitories, Islami Chhatra Shibir activists of
Chittagong University allegedly continued terrorising stu-
dents and teachers for the sixth day by hurling five crude
bombs at a university shuttle train yesterday.

None was hurt in the attack at Chowdhury Hat, about
4km from the campus, but panic struck the students on
board, said Proctor Siraj-ud-Daula. The attackers hurled the
bombs at the moving train, although escorted by police, in
quick succession and fled instantly, he said.

As earlier, Shibir's CU unit President Mostafizur Rahman
denied theirrole in the attack but said "the situation will return

Mujib Bahini sowed rift between
Bangabandhu, Tajuddin

Prof Serajul Islam Choudhury says in Tajuddin Ahmad memorial
lecture; adding that he termed Baksal 'party of collective death'

The conspiracies by four leaders of
Mujib Bahini were more successful in
creating a distance between
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman and Tajuddin Ahmad, than
Khandaker Mushtag Ahmed's ploys,
Professor Emeritus Serajul Islam
Choudhury said yesterday.

Referring to SA Karim's book
"Sheikh Mujib, Triumph and Tragedy",
the professor recounted how nega-

tively the four leaders, their names not
mentioned, presented Ahmad to
Bangabandhu in the former's absence.

Prof Islam delved into the political
career of Tajuddin Ahmad, the coun-
try's first prime minister, while deliver-
ing the Tajuddin Ahmad memorial
lecture at the Asiatic Society of
Bangladesh in the capital.

The lecture was first hosted in 201 3.

Based mostly on Tajuddin Ahmad's
diary accounts, Prof Islam drew on the
thoughts that brought Ahmad to poli-

tics and led him towards a "left-leaning
nationalist" ideology.
The professor said the rift between

Bangabandhu and Ahmad occurred as
they differed on the issues of war crimes
trial, creating a national militia with
freedom fighters, accepting aid from the

World Bank, and forming Baksal.
Though Ahmad initiated the
Collaborators Act of 1972, he grew
frustrated when Bangabandhu
declared a general amnesty for many war

Monirul's struggle
pays back

He is one of 5,050 winners
of DBBL scholarship

It had been quite uncertain whether he could complete his
schooling or not because his father was struggling hard to
earn their daily keep and his education cost appeared as an
extra burden.

But, Monirul Islam, 18, did not lose hope. With an
indomitable spirit and unwavering determination, he con-
tinued studies amid huge difficulties.

Monirul got little time to study because he would help
his father, a day labourer, to increase income.

"When [ would return home in the evening, 1 felt so
exhausted and sleepy. But I always kept in mind that I can't
sleep now, I have to study,” said Monirul of Nurullahpur
village of Natore's Lalpur upazila.

"I could not go to school regularly as I had to help my
father. But I collected the lectures that I missed from my
classmates."

Finally, Monirul succeeded to appear at the SSC exami-
nation and achieved the highest score, GPA 5, this year from
Gouripur High School and College at Lalpur.

Now he is studying in class XI at the same institution,
supporting himself through tutoring.

"I dream to study business at Dhaka University and be a
banker," he told this correspondent at Shaheed Suhrawardy
National Indoor Stadium in the capital after receiving the
Dutch-Bangla Bank Awards Scholarship.

His co-awardees Gobinda Chandra Das from
Ranisankail in Thakurgaon and Abdur Rouf from
Gobindaganj of Gaibandha have similar tales of struggle for
education.

Dutch Bangla Bank Ltd (DBBL) yesterday awarded schol-
arship to 5,050 meritorious and financially-insolvent
students from across the country, who passed SSC or equiv-
alentexaminationsin 2014,

Under the programme, each will get a monthly stipend
of Tk 2,000 and an annual stipend of Tk 2,500 for academic
materials and Tk 1,000 for clothing.

Twenty-one leaders of the Sector Commanders Forum
yesterday said the views that the platform's Chairman Air
Vice-Marshal (retd) AK Khandker gave in his recent book
were completely his and did not agree with the principles
and ideology of the organisation.

In a joint statement, they described the contents of the
book, "1971: Bhetore Baire", as "misleading" and said it
lacked objectivity.

The 21 leaders, including three sector commanders, called
for immediate corrections in the book and urged all not to be
confused with the “wrong information” given in it.

Khandker, who was deputy chief of the liberation forces
in 1971, claimed in the book that Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman had mentioned “Joy Pakistan” at the end
of his historic March 7 speech in 1971,

A minister of the last Awami League-led government,
Khandker also raised questions about the announcement of
independence by Bangabandhu on March 26, 1971,

The freedom fighters said the "proclamation of inde-
pendence by Bangabandhu is an established, historic truth,
which is preserved worldwide” and Khandker's “confusing
remarks” on this were “unfortunate” and "unrealistic".

“Such confusing remarks after 43 years of independence
have baffled us,” says the statement, signed by SCF acting
