Workers demand

reappointment of
sacked colleagues

Over a hundred workers of a garment factory in Beron of
Ashulia formed a human chain at Zamgora of Ashulia
demanding reappointment of terminated workers, with-
drawal of a case filed by the factory management against the
workers, and permission to form a labour union.

The workers of Designer Jeans Ltd under the banner of
"Designer Jeans Workers' Union” formed a human chain
beside the Dhaka-Tangail highway.

The demonstrators claimed that last week they had demon-
strated demanding formation of alabourunion in the factory.

However, as the authorities did not allow them to form a
union, they observed work abstention.

Following the incident, the factory authorities filed a case
against 110 workers and also sacked them, they claimed.

The workers said forming a labour union is their right.

The factory authorities refused to make any comment
regarding the issue.

Bangladesh will also sign MolUs with some other countries
on Kala-azar, a fatal parasitic disease of internal organs, he said.

Moudud said Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, the country's founding
father, had given impeachment powers to the president and
shut most newspapers through the fourth amendment, but the
Awami League felt ashamed of admitting this.

On the other hand, Ziaur Rahman, the BNP founder and a
military ruler, had introduced SJC through the fifth constitu-
tional amendment to ensure judiciary's independence, he said.

He added that although Law Commission Chairman Justice
ABM Khairul Haque had recommended re-empowering
parliament to impeach judges, he had accepted the SJC
provision in his judgment that nullified the fifth amendment.
SCBA President and BNP chairperson's adviser Khandker
Mahbub Hossain saw the latest amendment attempt and the
National Broadcast Policy as a prelude to a one-party rule.

Our Noakhali correspondent reports, a
boy died and another was injured when a
bus hit their bicycle on Sonapur-Steamer
ghat road at Totar bazar in Subarnachar
upazila on Sunday night.
The deceased was Nipu Chandra Nath,
14, son of Sahadev Chandra Nath of West

Charbata village.

Following the incident locals blocked the
road for four hours and set fire on two buses.

Hasina also said the list of the male
students has been prepared and they will start
receiving the stipends in the coming days.
"The stipends will be given for continuing
education up to degree level, " she added.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at the
event got recognition from the Unesco for
her “tireless efforts to promote female
education in Bangladesh.”

Unesco Director General Irina Bokova
presented a memento titled, "Peace Tree", to
the primme minister in this regard.

Fakhrul's bail extended
