1. Introduction

The People's Republic of Bangladesh has applied a credit

from the International Development Association (IDA)

towards the cost for the proposed Dhaka Bus Rapid

Transit (BRT) Line 3 Project to be implemented by the

Dhaka Transport Coordination Authority (DTCA) in

coordination with other government entities, and intends to

apply part of the proceeds for consultancy services for

Project Management Consultancy for the construction of

BRT in Airport-Mohakhali-Moghbazar-Kakrail-Paltan-

Gulistna-Keraniganj (Jheelmil) corridor in Dhaka.

2. Description of Corridor

The corridor runs from the Airport to Jheelmil near the

National Highway N-8 (Dhaka-Mawa) over the Buriganga

river at the southern end of the CBD to connect the

Keraniganj area. BRT route length is approximately 22.4

km, much of it on existing roads and a few sections with

new elevated right of way.

3. Scope of Tasks/Service

The scope of Project Management Consultancy service

includes planning and managing project delivery,

management & coordination of construction works of the
project, procurement support to the client, support for
communication and marketing strategy for the BRT

Project, and specifically includes the following:

o Develop and manage the project schedule, arrange
meetings, communications, and follow up.

e Manage quality, risk planning and probity audits for
project planning/procurement.

e Support to develop communication and marketing
strategy, including media and public relations,
government relations, system branding, marketing
and passenger information.

e Assist the client to coordinate among the Project
Implementation Units (PIUs), related projects and the
various implementation contracts as well as with
different stakeholders.

o Develop community awareness and participation plan,
stakeholder analysis, identify stakeholder risks/needs
and encourage stakeholder participation. Engage with
affected parties such as NMT operators (rickshaws)
and bus operators to modify routes and transition
them to new operating methodology.

e Provide support to parties developing the business
case for BRT, including Fare Policy as well as

developing monitoring procedures, Standard
Operating Procedure (SOP) manuals and raising
manuals.

e Prepare procurement plan, provide support, legal &
commercial aspects of procurement, manage
contracts, control costs etc. for all procurement
including bus operator concessions, ITS and AFC
equipment  procurement, bus  procurement,
commercial concessions in terminal and stations.

o Procurement support by assisting the client in the
prequalification of ICB contractors, issuing bid
documents for civil works contracts,

o Assist the client with the bid evaluation, selection of
contractors, and contract negotiation through to
signing of the contract.

o General capacity building of DTCA for functioning its
activity defined in the law, an specifically in the overall
coordination and implementation of the BRT.

e Conduct full implementation and operational risk
assessment, analysis and risk Management Plan.

4, Qualification/Selection Criteria
The project director now invites consulting firms to express
their interest in providing the above services.

b. General and overall experience of the firm(s);

c. Summary of similar projects undertaken by the firm(s);

d. Availability of appropriate skills amongst staff;

e. Demonstrated capacity to handle such assignments.

5. Association

Applicants may associate to enhance their qualification but

should clearly/explicitly mention whether the association is

in the form of "Joint Venture" or "Sub-consultancy". In the
case of a "Joint Venture" all members must have real and
well defined inputs to the assignments, and is preferable to

limit the total number of firms including associates to a

maximum of 4 (four).

6. Selection Procedure

The consulting firm will be selected in accordance with

procedures set out in the World Bank's Guidelines,

Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank

Borrowers January 2011.

A maximum of six firms will be initially shortlisted according

to evidence of their understanding of the tasks to be

performed and capacity to perform them in terms of

appropriate expertise and experience along with a

demonstrated ability to apply creativity to address complex

problems in the Dhaka local context.

7. Commencement of Service

It is expected that the service will commence in March,

2015 at Dhaka, Bangladesh.
