Cops live in 'hardly
livable' quarters

The officer in charge (OC)
and other policemen of
Phulbari Police Station in
the district have to live in
decades-old risky quarters
inside the police station
complex.

Two tin-shed buildings
are used as living quarters
at the complex -- one for
the OC and the other for
on-duty constables
including male and
female ones.

But the quarters built
during the British period
have turned too risky due
to lack of proper renova-
tion.

Weeds have grown on the
edges of the roof, termites

have eaten up the wooden
windows and doors, water
drips in during rain and
plaster has fallen off at
places.

“The gquarter meant for
me is hardly liveable. Due
to risk of its collapse any-
time I have kept my family
at another place. But I have
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to stay here for performing
my duty round the clock,”
said Md ABM Rezaul Islam,
OC of Phulbari Police
Station.

"Several times 1 wrote
to the Public Works
Department (PWD) of
Dinajpur for renovation
of the quarters, but they
are yet to respond,” he
added.

Md Mostafizur
Rahman, deputy divi-
sional engineer of
Dinajpur PWD, could not
be contacted as he
remained out of his office.

Phulbari Police
Station got a modern
building in 2010 but the
residential quarters for
officials and staff could
not be built due to non-
allocation of fund,
sources said.

factional clash

29 injured, 50 houses vandalised

An Awami League activist
was killed and 29 others
were injured in a clash
between two local factions
of the ruling party in
Shailkupa upazila on
Tuesday night.

The deceased is Alam
Sardar, 40, son of late Ayaz
Uddin of Ratnat village in
the upazila.

The clash erupted due to
long-standing enmity
between the supporters of
two local leaders of the
ruling party-- Bagura
Union Parishad Chairman
Nazrul Islam and its for-
mer Chairman Sirajul
Islam Makhon, said
Mizanur Rahman, sub-
inspector of Shailkupa
Police Station.

An altercation took
place between their sup-
porters over a trivial matter
at a local tea stall around
7:30pm. Following this,
both the groups with
locally made weapons
clashed with each other
that left 30 people from
both sides injured.

At least 50 houses were
vandalised during the
clash. The injured were
admitted to Jhenidah and
Magura Sadar Hospitals,
Alam succumbed to his
injuries around 9:30pm in
Magura.

In another incident, at
least 60 people, including
50 tea garden workers were
injured in a clash between
locals of Sundakiti village
and Rashidpur tea garden
workers in Bahubol upazila
of Habiganj on Sunday,
reports our Moulvibazar
correspondent.

Muktadir Hossain, offi-
cer in-charge of Bahubol
Police Station, said the
clash erupted when locals
of Sundakini village
attacked the workers of
Rashidpur tea garden,
following the harassment
of a local youth, who alleg-
edly teased a teenage girl of
a tea worker's family in
Rashidpurarea.

The injured were admit-
ted to Osmani Medical
College Hospital in Sylhet,
Habiganj Sadar Hospital
and Bahubol upazila health
complex.

Couple burnt in
acid attack

AN AGRI DIPLOMA HOLDER'S VENTURE

Turning barren char land
into big banana orchard

Shamim Ahmed, an agri-
culture diploma holder
hailing from Puratan
Ishwardi village of Ishwardi
upazila under the district,
has set a laudable example
by raising a large banana
orchard on a char (land-
mass emerged from
riverbed) area of Shara
village in the same upazila.

In March this year,
Shamim employed labour-
ers to remove kashban from
80 bighas of leased land on
the char area and prepared
it for banana cultivation.

He named the farm
‘Banglar Krishak-Krishi
Khamar'.

"My father, who once
cultivated banana, inspired
me to use the vast unused
char land for growing the
popular fruit. I have planted
27 thousand trees on the 80-
bigha field. I have already
spent Tk 15 lakh for the
purpose and more 5 lakh
would be spent before har-
vesting of the fruit. Around
24 thousand trees of my
orchard are likely to pro-
duce banana within March-
April next year," Shamin
said.

“If everything goes well,
[ hope to sell banana worth
Tk 40 lakh from my

orchard. In that case my
profit will stand at Tk 20
lakh," he said.

“After taking the initia-

tive for banana plantation,
Shamim followed the sug-
gestion of agriculture offi-
cials and did the farming
properly. And so, he is
expecting bumper vyield,”
Md Khurshid Alam;
Ishwardi upazila agricul-
ture officer, said after visit-
ing Shamim's farm last
week.

Siddikur Rahman
Moyez, a gold medallist
farmer of Ishwardi upazila,
said, "Through his sincere
efforts, Shamim has shown
how barren char lands can
be turned into orchards. If
more and more educated
people like him get
involved in agriculture, the
sector will see much devel-
opment.”
