Indian Bangla daily Anandabazar Patrika on September
12 said crores of money from the scam, in which the
Saradha Group allegedly conned thousands of investors,
was invested to spark violence in Bangladesh.

Citing "intelligence reports of Bangladesh”, the newspa-
persaid the money made its way to Jamaat-e-Islami in 2012-
13 through a Rajya Sabha member from West Bengal's rul-
ing Trinamool Congress.

The Jamaat, however, in a statement brushed aside the
allegation, terming it baseless and politically motivated.

The CBI sources said they have got some of the money
trail, on the basis of which action was being taken by the
CBI, but complete details of investments, fund transfers etc
were still being looked into.

They said the probe has met a stumbling block because
the account books of the Saradha Group have been “pur-
posefully” removed from the company's offices on the
“excuse” of a mob attack on its offices after news of the scam
broke out.

Rezaur Rahman along with other nine prosecutors are
now conducting the two cases -- one for murder and
another for bomb blast -- filed with Motijheel Police Station
following the grenade attackin 2004.

“Against our will they forced us to recite
kalma (one of Islam's pillars) and perform
namaz,” he said, adding that the Hindus
were also given Muslim names, “My father's
was named Kaium Khan while [ was named
Delwar Hossain Khan, " he said.

Some days later, two to three Hindus were
forced to eat beef while the others rejected it.

State appointed defence counsel
Mohammad Abul Hasan later cross-
examined the witness and proceedings were
adjourned until October 20.

Jabbar, who was chairman of Mathbaria
Peace Committee in Pirojpur in 1971, is
facing five charges for his alleged involve-
ment in crimes against humanity during the
Liberation War.

SUBHAN'S CASE
Yesterday, recording of the defence witness'
testimony was scheduled to begin but

Subhan's lawyers, without detailing, told
the tribunal that they, on consulting with
their client, had decided not to produce any.

However, on September 15, following
hearing of a prosecution petition seeking to
decrease the number of defence witnesses,
the initial list of which stated it to be 20, the
defence had said they would produce three.

“You should have told (about the decision)
earlier and then we could have started closing
arguments (today),” said Justice Obaidul
Hassan, leading the three-member tribunal
with members Justice Md Mozibur Rahman
Miah and Justice Md Shahinur Islam.

"We have taken time to take the decision,”
replied Subhan's lawyer Mizanul Islam.

A total of 31 prosecution witnesses testi-
fied and several documents have been
submitted to prove the charges.

The Jamaat nayeb-e-ameer faces nine charges
ofwar crimes, including genocide, committed in
Pabna during the nine-month-long Liberation
Warin 1971. Subhan pleaded not guilty.

Wash hands with soaps

for it, the authorities told me that only men can get the
cards,” she said,

However, she stressed training on crops, cultivation and
farming as the most essential requirement for women farmers.

Moslema Akhter, another women farmer of Bogra, ech-
oed the call. "When I ask for advice from male farmers, they
sometimes intentionally give incorrect information.”

“Besides I often see men using too much chemicals and
insecticides which make the crop look nice but is harmful
for health,” she said, adding that she had a hard time selling
her vegetables as she grew them without using harmful
chemicals.

“The van-puller who took my vegetable to the market
said my crop did not sell well as they did not look nice com-
pared to those in which medicine were used,” she said,
wishing people would understand that nice looking vegeta-
bles may not always be good for their health.

Market access was the other major challenge that women
farmers face and the demand to ensure it came up in a con-
cept paper, presented by Mousumi Biswas of Oxfam's cam-
paign office, one of the 19 organisations promoting sustain-
able rural livelihood in the country's seven divisions.

The paper's 10 demands also include recognising
women's contribution to agriculture and food security,
ensuring subsidy for women farmers and introduction of
family agricultural cards and ensuring women's right to

property.
