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The Real Madrid star

was named the best player from last
season in Spain's top flight after scoring
31 goals in just 30 league games for the
European champions.

The Ballon d'Or holder becomes
only the second player to win the prize
since its inception in 2008-09, with
Lionel Messi having won all five of the
previous titles.

"I have to thank my team-mates,
Real Madrid, my family... it is a very
good moment in my career," Ronaldo,
also named best forward of the season,
said at the awards ceremony in Madrid.

"For me, the important thing is to win
collective prizes, but I like the individual
ones, too. [ work every day, in training, to
continue adding more to this."

As well as the best player and best
forward awards, Ronaldo made it a hat-
trick by scooping the prize for best goal
of the campaign for his strike against
Valencia in week 36.

Six members of the Germany
squad that won the World
Cup were included among
the nominees for the FIFA
Ballon d'Or award Tuesday,
joining Lionel Messi, Cristiano Ronaldo
and Neymar on the 23-man short list.

Mario Goetze, who scored the winning
goal against Argentina in the World Cup
final, was selected along with Germany
teammates Toni Kroos, Philipp Lahm,
Thomas Mueller, Manuel Neuer, and
Bastian Schweinsteiger.

Uruguay forward Luis Suarez was left out
following his biting ban,

Suarez was the top scorer in the English
Premier League last season with 31 goals in
33 appearances for Liverpool. But his repu-
tation took a hit when he was banned for
four months for biting Italy's Giorgio
Chiellini in the World Cup group phase.

Messi won the first three years the FIFA
and France Football merged their interna-
tional player of the year awards, while
Ronaldo took the honour last year.

Behind the dominant La Liga -- which
provided the two Champions League final-
ists in May -- German Bundesliga accounts
for six of the players while five ply their trade
in England -- although three of those were
playing in Spain until May.

The only two players on the list not play-
ing in one of three major leagues are
Sweden's Zlatan Ibrahimovic, at France's
Paris Saint-Germain, and Frenchman Paul
Pogba, who plays for Juventus in Italy.

The list is striking for the absence of any
English player or coach. It is the second
year in a row that no English player has
made the list.

Germany's World Cup winning coach
Joachim Loew and Real's Italian coach Carlo
Ancelotti, who guided the side to the
'decima’ Champions League title in May,
lead the 10-man coaches’ list.

The list will be reduced to three names

on December 1 before the winners are
revealed in an award ceremony in Zurich
on January 12.

National team coaches and captains, as
well as a media panel selected by France
Football magazine, vote for the winners.

The will also be awards for best goal of
the year, a fair play award and the naming of
the World XI of the year.

Last year, Ronaldo ended Messi's four-
year hold on the award while German Juup
Heynckes took the coach award after lead-
ing Bayern Munich to a treble of Champions
League, Bundesliga and German Cup.

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Real to fight
Zidane ban

Former France playing legend Zinedine
Zidane and his club European champions
Real Madrid were embroiled in an embarrass-
ing dispute on Monday with the Spanish
Football Federation who according to influ-
ential Madrid-based sports paper Marca handed him a three
month coaching ban.

The 42-year-old -- who inspired France to the 1998
World Cup trophy and was also a member of the Euro 2000
title winning side -- has been coaching Real's reserve side
Castilla but the federation claims he does not possess the
required coaching qualifications.

Real have said they will appeal against the punishment
by 'all legal avenues open to them’.

The reserve team's assistant coach Santiago Sanchez was
also punished.

Real issued a statement declaring their "total disagree-
ment" with the decision taken against one of their former
iconic players, who scored a wonder goal for the 'meringues'
when they beat Bayer Leverkusen to win the 2002
Champions League trophy.

They pointed out that Zidane "has been authorised by the
French Football Federation to work as a head coach in the
category Real Madrid Castilla currently find themselvesin”.

Zidane -- who was linked with the head coach post at
another of his former clubs Bordeaux in the close season --
was elevated to reserve team coach at the beginning of this
season following a single campaign as Carlo Ancelotti's
assistant which saw Real win a 10th European Cup in May.

Spanish coaching school, the Cenafe, has submitted a
complaint to the Spanish Federation against Real, claiming
they are using assistant Sanchez's name on the teamsheet to
bypass the regulations.

The case has sparked controversy in Spain with national
team coach Vicente del Bosque telling Cope radio station
that "everyone should have a coaching badge”".

Rayo Vallecano coach Paco Jemez used tougher language,
describing Real's actions as "shameful".

However, both Ancelotti and Dutch football legend
Johan Cruyff have spoken out in support of Zidane.
