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JMB planned for terror attacks
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help the country solve the case as it
appears that IMB had plans to carry out
a series of explosions in Bangladesh,
sources said.

The dossier will include the interro-
gation report of the three accused -
Razira Biwi, Alina Biwi and Badrul
Alam -- who have been arrested by
police in West Bengal in connection
with the case, sources added.

The interrogation reports of the
arrestees gave a graphic detail about
the past activities of the outfit and their
future plans.

The three accused are believed to
have told interrogators that explosive
devices were transported to
Bangladesh by absconders Sheikh
Kausar and Kadir for terror activities.

The trio are said to have told interro-
gators that they were tasked with
selecting hideouts, making
[mprovised Explosive Devices (IEDs)
besides identifying, recruiting and
indoctrinating possible cadres for the
outfit from various madrasas.

The arrestees informed the interro-
gators that Sajid, one of the accused,
had purchased a piece of land in
Burdwan worth Rs 8.75 lakh to setup a
new madrasa.

Sheikh Kausar had married an
Indian girl named Jannat in 2007 and
acquired Indian identity. He was the
lead explosive device maker and sup-
plied explosives to Shakil and Hassan.

One of the motives of IMB was to
target young females from poor fami-
lies to indoctrinate them into jihadi
ideology and encourage them to marry
Bangladeshi youth so that the men can
gain residency in India and Indian
identity.

IMB wanted to get some youth

ready with arms and explosive training
and take revenge against torture of
Muslims, the NIA said.

According to the confessional state-
ment of three arrested persons, one of
the accused Amjad Ali provided explo-
sives to the unit run by Shakil.

The NIA announced cash rewards of
different amounts for any information
leading to the arrest of the absconding
accused of the case.

Among the absconders,
Nasirullah and Sajid, the
accused, are believed to be
Bangladesh nationals while Talha
Sheikh, Maulana Yusuf Sheikh,
Amjad Ali Sheikh, Habibur Rahman
Sheikh, Abdul Kalam, Burhan
Sheikh, Rejaul Karim and Jahirul
Shaikh are residents of West Bengal.
Another accused Sahanur Alom is a
resident of Assam.

JIMB's network in West Bengal and
Assam states was set up with the pur-
pose of building an Islamic state in
Bangladesh as well as in the three West
Bengal districts Murshidabad,
Nadia, Malda -- through armed strug-
gle, official sources said.

The arrestees claimed that a
Bangladeshi national, identified as
Sajid, and wife Fatima were the “lead
trainers” at Simulia where people were
being trained in carrying out various
terror activities.

Meanwhile, Indian government's
Enforcement Directorate, which deals
with foreign exchange violation cases,
has registered a money laundering case
under the Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA) against sus-
pected Indian operatives and JMB to
probe "terror funding" crimes in the
aftermath of the Burdwan blast.

China nets 180
graft suspects

The campaign, dubbed Operation
Fox Hunt, included the arrests of 104
suspects, Xinhua said late on
Thursday, citing China's Ministry of
Public Security. Seventy-six people
returned to China to give themselves
up, according to Xinhua.

The announcement came three
months after the government
launched the operation to hunt down
officials and businessmen who have
absconded, often taking their ill-
gotten gains with them. The govern-
ment has given no recent overall
figure for the number at large around
the world.

The Washington-based Global
Financial Integrity Group, which
analyses illicit financial flows, esti-
mates that $1.08 trillion illegally
flowed out of China from 2002 to
2011.

President Xi Jinping has
launched a sweeping campaign
against graft since assuming power
two years ago, but has been ham-
pered to an extent by difficulty in
getting corrupt officials and assets
back from overseas.

China does not have extradition
treaties with the United States,
Canada and Australia - the three
most popular destinations for sus-
pected economic criminals. In mid-
October, Australian media reported
that Australian police have agreed to
assist China in the extradition and
seizure of assets of corrupt Chinese

officials.

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Mind-reading possible?
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Speech activates specific neurons as
the brain works interpret the sounds as
words. Each word activates a slightly
different set of neurons,

Now scientists have started to
develop an algorithm that can pick up
the activity and translate it back into
words in the hope it might help people
who are unable to speak.

"If you're reading text in a newspa-
per or book, you hear a voice in your
own head," Brian Pasley told New
Sclentist magazine.

"We're trying to decode the brain
activity related to that voice to create a
medical prosthesis that can allow
someone who is paralysed or locked in
to speak.”

The team recorded the brain activity
of seven people undergoing epilepsy
surgery while they looked at a screen
displaying the nursery rhyme Humpty
Dumpty, the Gettysbury Address or the
inaugural speech of President John F

Kennedy:.

Their brain activity was monitored
as they read aloud the text and when
they read it silently in their heads.

From the spoken data the team
managed to build a personal 'decoder
for each patient which interpreted the
information and turned into a visual
representation.

They then applied the decoder to
brain activity during silent reading
and found that they could recon-
struct several words that were being
thought just through neural imaging
alone.

The researchers also tested the
decode and algorithm with Pink Floyd
sons to see which neurons respond to
different musical notes.

Although, at an early stage, the team
is hopetul that eventually it could be
used to monitor what people are
thinking when they can no longer
speak.
