He
was 43.

He left behind his wife,
one son and a daughter.

The prime minister
visited Rakib's residence
yesterday morning, offering
her deepest sympathy to
the bereaved family.

The first namaz-e-janaza
was held at a mosque
located beside the Prime
Ministers' Office. Later,
Rakib was buried at his family

graveyard in Gopalganj.
