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Stolen medicines of DjMCH
recovered, six arrested

Police have arrested four
staff of Dinajpur Medical
College Hospital [DJMCH]
and two others on charge of
stealing and selling the
medicines of the hospital.

They also recovered two
sacks full of 16 types of
medicines worth Tk 4 lakh
yesterday.

The arrestees are DjMCH
store officer Ajmalur Haque,
50, storekeeper Rezaul
Alam, 45, master roll
employees Md Sabuj, 18,
and Shiplu Hossain, 18, Md
Jahurul Islam, 40, owner of
Ma Pharmacy, Sohel Rana,
21, a staff of Alam Clinic at
Dinajpur Satellite town.

"We arrested the hospital
officials and employees on
charge of stealing the medi-
cines while others were
arrested for selling it," said
Bazlur Rashid, a sub inspec-
tor of Dinajpur Detective
Branch (DB).

On Sunday afternoon, a
few DJMCH staff caught Md
Sabuj and Shiplu Hossain
red handed with huge medi-
cines of the hospital when
the two were going out from
the hospital store.

Sumon Kumar Kundu, a
ward master of Dinajpur
Medical College Hospital,
filed a medicine theft case
with Dinajpur Police
Station on Sunday night.

Md Ruhul Amin, superin-
tendent of police of
Dinajpur, handed over the
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Law enforcers with the six people arrested on charge of stealing medicines from Dinajpur
Medical College Hospital yesterday.

During overnight interro-
gation, the two employees
confessed to police that they
collected medicines from
the hospital store daily with
the help of two hospital
officials who are responsi-
ble to look after the medi-
cine store and sold those to
different pharmacies in
front of the hospital.

Based on their informa-
tion, police raided Ma
Pharmacy in front of
Dinajpur Medical College

and Alam Clinic at Dinajpur
Satellite Town yesterday and
seized two sacks full of 16
types of medicines which
are not allowed to sell out-
side the hospital.

Later, police arrested the
store officer and the store-
keeper from hospital com-
plex.

Lawmaker and Jatiya
Sangsad Whip Igbalur
Rahim, also president of the
governing body of Dinajpur
Medical College and
Hospital, visited the hospi-

tal and directed the police to
look into the medicine theft
case seriously.

Dr Siddiqur Rahman
Director of Dinajpur
Medical College Hospital
said, "Quite a few incidents
of medicine missing
occurred in last few months,
but the culprits remained
undetected. This time the
perpetrators have been
caught. We sealed off the
store and going to form an
inquiry committee to inves-
tigate the incident.”

Clash over sand

Finding no other way, she
informed SP Nazrul Islam
about the matter.

After tracking phone
calls, a team, led by ASP
Monirul Islam and ASP
Rashedul Islam, raided the
village and rescued Rabi.

Police also arrested the
trio from the spot. They are
Alimul Haque Anik,28,s0n
of Hamidul Haque of the
area, Abdus Samad, 23, son
of Amir Uddin of
Brahmauttar in Islampur
upazila and Dulal Kabiraj,
35, son of Ashu Fakir of
Jamtoli village in Sadar
upazila.

The traders set up stalls of
different kinds of commodi-
ties at the fair held on the
occasion of Katayani Puja
festival, a religious
programme of the local
Hindus.

After taking food at a
restaurant at the fair around
1:30am, they fell uncon-
scious, said a trader, Yunus
Ali.

The gang then looted Tk 3
lakh, eight mobile phone
sets and other valuables
from them, he said.

Criminals might have
mixed sedatives in their
meals, said the SI, adding
that police were raiding
different areas to arrest the
gang members.
