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Cops hunt for
Huji gang

Man held in capital claims to be
operations chief in Bangladesh

Detectives are in the hunt for a group of
Harkatul Jihad al Islami members, who
were trained in Pakistan to make pow-
erful bombs and weapons.

The group comprising 10 to 12 mem-
bers were trained by Pakistan-based
militant group Lashkar-e-Taiba. They
visited Pakistan on tourist visas in the
three phases over the last two years, said the Detective
Branch of police.

The DB police disclosed this hours after arresting Khairul
Bashar alias Ibrahim, who claimed himself to the "chief" of
Huji's operations wing. Ibrahim said he received training
from Lashkar-e-Taiba in Pakistan for three months last year.,

Detectives arrested Ibrahim, imam of Salehnagar Jame
Mosque in Narayanganj, from capital's Sayedabad area,
acting on information from seven Huji men held on
October 25 and November 1.

New envoy clarifies EU's statement
against death sentence

The European Union yesterday said it
has not sided with war criminals in
Bangladesh by issuing a statement
against death sentence; rather
reminded all about its worldwide
position against capital punishment.
“Please don't spread this percep-
tion that EU is taking side of war crim-

inals. That's not obviously the case. It's not true that we take

sides,” new Ell Ambassador to Bangladesh Pierre
Mayaudon told a press conference in the capital.

Asked why the EU issues statements voluntarily oppos-
ing death penalty after each verdict in war crimes cases, the
diplomat said abolition of death penalty is on the EU
agenda and it is not solely directed to Bangladesh.

Ambassador and head of the EU delegation in
Bangladesh, Mayaudon presented his credentials to the
president on November 3, nearly two months after his
arrival in Dhaka.

The envoy said whenever the ElI is informed of any ver-
dict of death penalty due to criminal or political acts any-
where in the world, it opposes the verdict.
