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2 'criminals’
killed in

'shootout’

Two alleged criminals, accused in a case
filed for snatching a pistol from a police-
man after shooting him, were killed in a
“shootout” with cops at Alekharchar in

Sadar upazila yesterday.

The dead are Rabbi, 20, a resident of
Daulatpur village under the same upazila

and Jony, 25, of Ashoktala.

Three pistols, including the one which
was snatched from Firoz Hossain, a sub-
inspector of Detective Branch of Police,
were recovered from their possession.

Police said being tipped off that a gang
of criminals gathered in the area, a DB
police team launched a drive there around

10:30am yesterday.

Sensing danger, the armed thugs, who
were on motorcycles, fired gunshots target-
ing the law enforcers, forcing them to fire
back that eventually triggered a “gunfight”,

China ofters vision of
'Asia-Pacific dream'

President Xi Jinping offered the world
a vision of a Chinese-driven "Asia-
Pacific dream" yesterday, as Beijing
hosts a regional gathering that under-
lines its growing global clout.

"We have the responsibility to create
and realise an Asia-Pacific dream for the
people of the region," the Chinese
Communist chief told a gathering of
business and political leaders that pre-
cedes the annual Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation (APEC) leaders' gathering.

The 21-member APEC groups 40

percent of the world's population,
almost half its trade and more than
half its GDP, and the summit will be
attended by leaders including US
President Barack Obama, his Russian
counterpart Vladimir Putin and
Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo Abe.

It will see Beijing push its preferred
Free Trade Area of the Asia-Pacific
(FTAAP), while Washington is driving
its own Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP).

The TPP is seen as the economic
element of the much-touted US
"rebalance" to Asia and so far brings
together 12 APEC nations including

Japan and Australia -- but not China.
Obama left Washington yesterday,

with the White House saying he was '
expected to have "candid and in-depth -
with Xi, after John .

Twitter to fight online
harassment of women

The non-profit advocacy organisation Women,
Action, and the Media (Wam) has partnered with
Twitter to tackle online harassment of women, which
it says is occurring on an “unprecedented” scale.
Following a Pew study that showed 26% of women
aged between 18 and 24 have been stalked online and
25% have been targets of online sexual harassment,
Wam has created a comprehensive but easy-to-use
form, through which users can report harassments
and threats that will then be “escalated” to Twitter.
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
