SC denies bail of Apu again

The Supreme Court yesterday upheld its order that had
stayed a High Court order granting bail to Mia Nur
LIddin Apu, personal secretary to BNP Vice-Chairman
Tarique Rahman, in an extortion case.

Apu cannot get release from jail following the order,
Attorney General Mahbubey Alam told The Daily Star.

Following a bail petition filed by Apu, the HC on
August 18 granted six months' ad-interim bail to him, and
issued a rule upon the government to explain why he
should not be granted regular bail in the extortion case.
Earlier on August 19, the SC stayed the HC order fol-
lowing a petition filed by the government.

Nine houses gutted in Gazipur

Now in Dhaka Central Jail, Shuvo was arrested from his
Segunbagicha residence in the capital on September 24.

Alleged supporters of the emerging radical militant outfit
Ansarullah Bangla Team, the duo were recruited by the UK
citizen and were allegedly planning to go to Syria through
Turkey with his help, investigators learned during interro-
gations.

They were supposed to travel posing as members of
Tabligh Jamaat, a peaceful movement for spreading Islamic
values, detectives added.

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Kamaruzzaman's death sentence will be executed under the
government decision, as per the Section 20(3) of the
International Crimes (Tribunals) Act, 1973, the attorney
general added.

“According to my view, war crimes convicts, including
Kamaruzzaman, have no right to move review petitions
before the Supreme Court as per Article 47 of the constitu-
tion,” he said.

Meanwhile, Kamaruzzaman’'s son Hasan Ikbal termed
the SC verdict that upheld the death penalty to his father “a
perverse judgement” and reiterated the claims of innocence.

Kamaruzzaman's death sentence is unjust as he was not
involved in any killing including the incident of mass kill-
ing at Sohagpur in Sherpur, Ikbal claimed at a press confer-
ence at the Supreme Court Bar Association auditorium in
presence of other family members.

He referred to a write up by journalist Afsan Chowdhury,
“In Srabon I Remember the Massacre of Shohagpurin 19717,
stating that names of people who committed the mass kill-
ings mentioned in it did not include that of his father’s.

Replying to a question, I[kbal reiterated that his father
will decide on seeking presidential mercy after the SC dis-
poses of the review petition, which will be filed after the full
judgement of the verdict is released.

On November 3, the SC upheld the death penalty for
Kamaruzzaman, a key organiser of the infamous Al-Badr
Bahini responsible for abducting, torturing and killing free-
dom fighters, intellectuals and pro-liberation people in 1971,

Commuters suffer
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"We cannot allow unfit vehicles to ply streets year after year.
Even, the transport owners and workers do not have any
objection to the drive," the minister claimed.

While Quader was talking to the reporters, two buses
with passengers on their roofs were going through the area,
in stark violation of the law.

The law enforcers could stop only one of the vehicles.

Later, the driver was awarded 15 days' imprisonment as he
had no license and fined Tk 1,000 for carrying passengers on
the bus roof, said Abul Basar, executive magistrate at BRTA.

Meanwhile, many BRTA officials were yesterday seen
distributing leaflets at different places of the capital to raise
public awareness about obeying trathic rules and taking road
safety measures.

On the other hand, due to the shortage of transports,
thousands of people were seen waiting at different bus
stoppages in Dhaka for hours.

"Because of today's [Monday]| drive, many bus owners
did not operate their vehicles on the streets fearing filing of
cases against them and being fined,"” said Samdani Ahmad,
office secretary of Dhaka Sarak Paribahan Samity.

Currently, more than 21 lakh vehicles are registered with
BRTA. Over 3.13 lakh different types of unfit vehicles are
plying across the country. Of them, over 93,000 are in
Dhaka, according to BRTA sources.

Following some recent road accidents, road transport and
bridges ministry on October 28 sent a letter to the cabinet
division requesting it to take necessary measures for the drive.

Later, the cabinet division directed all the DCs to initiate
the drive. Similar drives were also carried in other districts
by the respective district administrations yesterday.

The roads and highways of different districts, including
Pabna, Tangail and Rajshahi, witnessed a very low number
of vehicles yesterday.

During the drive, at least 37 cases were filed in Rajshahi, 36 in
Mymensingh, and 14 in Pabna, reports our correspondents.

Meanwhile, a battery-run easy bike driver died of cardiac
arrest in Feni while the illegal vehicle was being bulldozed
by the district administration.

Tribunal directs to bring
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On September 18, the tribunal issued a pro-
duction warrant, directing to produce them on
September 23.

But, a recent petition of the lawyers represent-
ing the accused soughta “recall” of the production
warrant from the tribunal, stating that their clients
werte still being detained despite being granted
bail in the criminal case.

The jail authorities, they said, were saying
that the production warrant, that is the direc-
tive to produce the accused, was in effect for
each day the tribunal holds proceedings until
the “recall” was directed.

On Sunday the tribunal rejected the defence
petition, saying no order needed to be passed

as the production warrant's effect ended when
the tribunal directed sending then back to
Chapainawabganj.

On Thursday the prosecution filed another
petition seeking to show them arrested in the
war crimes, this time saying that the investiga-
tion had been completed and investigators have
found evidence of their involvement in war
crimes.

Meanwhile, the tribunal heard the prosecution'’s
closing arguments for the fourth day in the case
against Jamaat-e-Islamileader Abdus Subhan.

Taking around two-hour time, Prosecutor
Sultan Mahmud Simon placed arguments on
the sixth charge citing testimonies of seven
prosecution witnesses. Proceedings were
adjourned until today.
