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PNEUMONIA AMONG CHILDREN

Awareness must

for prevention
Say health experts

Lack of awareness prevents 63 percent of children suffering
from pneumonia from accessing healthcare facilities leading
to fatal consequences in many cases, health experts said at a
roundtable yesterday.

As pneumonia causes nearly 20,000 deaths of children under
the age of five every year, preventing the disease through vacci-
nation and awareness can save thousands of lives, they added.

Poriprekkhit organised the discussion at The Daily Star
Centre, observing World Pneumonia Day.

Simple strategies like using smoke-free stoves reduce 50
percent risk of contracting pneumonia, said Dr Samir Kumar
Saha, executive director of Child Health Research
Foundation.

He said exclusive breast feeding during the first six months

after birth makes children largely immune to pneumonia, but

The Supreme Court upheld on November 3 the death
sentence on Kamaruzzan, given by the International Crimes
Tribunal-2. The convict led the anti-liberation force Al-Badr
in1971.

Drive against unfit

vehicles continues

520 cases filed, Tk 1.75 lakh
fine slapped

At least 140 cases were filed and Tk 1.57 lakh fine was
slapped on the owners of unfit vehicles and unlicensed
drivers, and five vehicles were confiscated in the capital
vesterday, the second consecutive day of the government’s
drive to reduce road accidents, according to Bangladesh
Road Transport Authority (BRTA) and Dhaka district
administration.

Meanwhile, in Gazipur, 380 cases were filed and Tk
18,500 fine was levied on such drivers and owners while 58
vehicles were seized during the drive conducted in six
points in last two days.

Because of the ongoing drive, many owners are not oper-
ating their unfit and illegal vehicles, including human
haulers Nasimon and Karimon, on the streets, as a result
residents of both Gazipur and Dhaka are suffering due to a
shortage of transports.

"I am waiting for a Mirpur-bound bus for more than an
hour. The few buses plying the roads are jam-packed," said
Jesmin Akhter, who was standing in the capital's Karwan
Bazar around 11:00am.

Addressing a function at a hotel in Dhaka yesterday, Road
Transport and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader apologised
for the "temporary sufferings” of the people and ensured
that the drive would be beneficial in the long run.

Leone, Guinea and Nigeria.

The total number of reported Ebola cases

is more than 13,000.

Since mid-August the government has
put 25 air, sea and land ports on alert and
assigned medical teams to quarantine any
suspected case immediately after detection,

Despite the arrangements, six
Bangladeshis returning from Liberia passed
through the Dhaka airport unscreened in
October. The screening process was made
more efficient following that incident to
ensure that everyone entering the country is
free from Ebola.
