A Narayanganj court yesterday placed on a two-day remand
Md Monaem, reportedly the brother of the main accused in
the Burdwan blast case in India.

Bandar police had sought seven days' remand.

Rapid Action Battalion in a press note on Tuesday
claimed to have detained the brother of Sajid alias Sheikh
Rahmatullah alias Masum, at Farajikanda in Bandar upazila
of Narayanganj around 4:30am that day. The announce-
ment about the arrest was made by State Minister for Home
Asaduzzaman Khan Kamal the day before at noon. He had
not provided details.

Nazrul Islam, officer-in-charge of Bandar Police Station, said
Monaem could be involved in militancy along with his brother.

Talking to reporters at Bandar police station, Monaem,
said he did not know anything about militancy.

“1 live by working at a workshop. I have not been in
contact with my younger brother Masum for the last 10
years. He is in a prison in a robbery case, that is all I
know,” he said.

Biman crew arrested
with smuggled gold

A cabin crew of Biman Bangladesh was arrested with smug-
gled gold at Hazrat Shahjalal International Airport yesterday.

The arrestee is Mazharul Afsar, 37, hailing from
Noakhali. He has been working as a cabin crew for about 10
years.

Customs intelligence found five gold bars weighing
2.3kg hidden beneath two anklets the arrestee wore over his
knees.

He was on a flight of Biman Bangladesh that landed at
noon from Singapore. Tipped off, customs officials
searched all the crew members and found the gold bars
worth Tk 1.16 crore, said Abdul Matin Talukder, inspector of
customs intelligence.

DEMAND FOR 2ND CHANCE TO DU ADMISSION

Failed aspirants
start hunger strike

A group of students who want to appear in Dhaka
University admission tests for the second time went on an
indefinite hunger strike on the Central Shaheed Minar
premises yesterday demanding that the authorities with-
draw the new rule that bars candidates from appearing in
the tests more than once.

Before the hunger strike, they submitted a memorandum
to the president, also the chancellor of the university.

Meanwhile, the university issued a statement saying
according an earlier High Court order, the students cannot
observe hunger strike on the Shaheed Minar premises with-
out permission from the university authorities.

On behalf of President Abdul Hamid, the press secretary
to the president received their memorandum.

A total of 40 admission seekers went on the hunger strike
around 3:30pm.

The DU authorities on October 14 decided to allow
only freshly passed HSC students to appear in its admis-
sion tests once, aiming to create an equal opportunity for
all the aspirants.
