A memorial was con-
structed at Dagar Kuthi
village, remembering the
great heroes but it was
devoured by the
Brahmaputrain 1998.

Natun Anantapur Bazar in
the union.

phensidyl.

After a few minutes, the
gang regrouped and
swooped on the law enforc-
ers with bamboo sticks and
sharp weapons, leaving the
two policemen injured.

In retaliation, the detec-
tives fired several gun shots
that left Monir injured with
bullets.

Police arrested bullet-hit
Monir from a nearby house
and took him to Satkhira
Sadar Hospital where the
doctors declared him dead.
