Nurses demand

Stating that work experience does not give them any
incentives, they further said, those who were appointed as
senior staff nurses more than three decades ago are stuck in
the same posts as there is no higher post.

On August 6, the prime minister ordered recruitment of
10,000 more nurses and the decision needs to be imple-
mented immediately, they also demanded at a press confer-
ence organised by Bangladesh Diploma Nurses Oikkya
Parishad in the capital's Jatiya Press Club.

To press home their demands the organisation will sub-
mit a memorandum to the premier and health minister on
Thursday and form a human chain before the Press Club on
next Monday.

Threaten truckers enlisted with Bangladesh
Sarak Paribahan Sramik Federation

A section of truck drivers yesterday gave a
seven-day ultimatum to the government for
issuance of driving licences to the drivers
enlisted by the Bangladesh Sarak Paribahan
Sramik Federation.

They also threatened to launch a move-
ment, if the demand is not met within the
timeframe.

Millat Hossain, who claimed to be the
general secretary of Bangladesh Anta-Zila
Truck Chalok Union, a unit of the federa-

tion, made the demand at a press confer-
ence at the Dhaka Reporters Unity.

The workers' federation, highest body of
road transport workers, in 2012 submitted a
list of around 25,000 drivers of various
vehicles to the Bangladesh Road Transport
Authority (BRTA) to issue driving licences
against them.

Meanwhile, BRTA in its drive against
unfit vehicles and unlicensed drivers
filed cases against at least 43 vehicles
and fined Tk 38,000 in the capital
yesterday.
