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ENSURING TRADITIONAL MEDICINE STANDARD

Method fixing must

Experts tell 3rd ayuns International
Ayurvedic & Traditional Medicine
Conference 2014

A method must be formulated to ensure the standard of
Ayurvedic and Yunani medicines which have tremendous
prospects as an alternative to allopathy in improving the
country's primary healthcare, said experts yesterday.

Alack of infrastructure and the absence of proper test crite-
ria are the setbacks currently being faced by the regulatory
authorities and taking advantage of this, many unscrupulous
traders are deceiving patients with fake medicine, they added.

The experts were addressing the “3rd ayuns International
Ayurvedic & Traditional Medicine Conference 2014" at
Dhaka University's senate building, organised by Ayurved
and Naturopathy Association of Bangladesh in association
with the DU pharmacy department and the Public Health
Foundation of Bangladesh.

Ayurvedic medicine is a system of Hindu traditional
medicine of Vedic tradition native to the Indian subconti-
nent and is a form of alternative medicine. Yunani medicine
is a form of traditional medicine practiced in the middle-
east and south-Asian countries.

Prof Arup Mukherjee of chemical technology, University
of Calcutta, said technical support like setting up well-
equipped labs and extensive research would boost the pro-
motion of the traditional medicine.

“The existing syllabus for the practice of Yunani and
Ayurvedic medicines in the country needs to be upgraded to
make our students competitive across the globe. Currently our
students can not obtain PhD/MD degrees after completion of
theirstudies,” said Pharmacy Chairperson Prof Sitesh C Bachar.

Researchers from as many as 30 universities of
Bangladesh and India took part.

AL leader. He was stabbed to death by unidentified crimi-
nals on November 10.

This correspondent called the mayor at least twice for his
comments, but he never responded.

RCC Information Officer Ador Rahman said that in the last
5-6 months, around 6-7 murders occurred in the city, which
the mayor called deterioration of the law and order situation.

The day after the killing, Imran's younger brother Biplob
Mia sued 11 men including MA Majid, general secretary of
Rangpur district Sarak Paribahan Sramik Federation, his
nephew Ashraful Alam, joint convener of Rangpur city unit
of Jubo League, and several unidentified people.

According to the case, Majid, also labour affairs secretary of
Rangpur city AL, and Ashraf killed Imran because the latter
protested the two illegally collecting tolls from transport owners
at Satmatha. Majid, however, had told a press conference the
day before the murder that RCC was illegally collecting tolls at
eight points in the city. He did not name the collectors but
Imran used to collect tolls at Satmatha on behalf of RCC.

Police have arrested six people but none of them was
among the 11 accused.

“The investigation is at the last stage. |
sought a seven-day remand to unearth the
address. The court fixed December 1 for the
hearing.

“1 will submit the charge sheet next
month requesting the court not to grant him
bail until he provides his permanent
address,” hesaid.

Talking to The Daily Star, Solema nar-
rated how police officials, against her query
on the investigation's progress, were rhetori-
cally only stating that it was ongoing.

Solema wrote to the inspector general of
police on May 25 this year, appealing to
transfer the case to Criminal Investigation
Department.
