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Smelling sweet: the Bulgarian
deodorant that you eat

There are sprays, ml]-nns and sticks.
Now one Bulgarian candy-maker is
offering a new kind of deodorant: in
the form of delicious sweets.

"It's an old saying that true
beauty comes from inside.... Why
not from a candy?" Ventsislav
Peychev, owner of Bulgaria's small
Alpi candy factory owner, told AFP.

He claims his Deo Perfume
Candy can neutralise body odour
and replace it with a lingering sweet
scent for up to six hours, depending
on a person's size and how many
sweets they have gobbled up.

The sweets -- which look like typical
bonbons and are available in hard,
chewy and even sugar-free versions --
are based on research by Japanese
scientists who found that a major
component of rose oil, geraniol, was
not broken down by the body but
excreted through the skin.

Bulgaria, the European Union's
poorest country, is a major producer
of rose oil.

"Geraniol is an antipode of garlic....
It also comes out through the pores
but instead of leaving a bad smell, it
perfumesthe body, " said Peychev.

Awarded a bronze medal at the
Geneva Exhibition of Inventions in
2011, and a technical innovation
award at the SIAL food exhibition in
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One Bulgarian candy-maker is offering a new kind of deodorant: in the

Paris this past October, the deodor-
ant candy, selling for $5.98 (4.81
euros) a pack on amazon.com, is
already on sale in the United States,
Asia and several European counties.

Although the concept is not new,
Peychev's product is the only one on
the market now after a Japanese
manufacturer stopped making its
Otoko Kaoru chewing gum based
on the same idea.

Each piece of Peychev's candy
contains three milligrammes of
geraniol-rich rose or lavender essen-
tial oil, which apparently men prefer.

"This quantity is enough for the
smell to last for six hours depending
on the body mass of the consumer,
an average of 65 kilos. Heavier peo-
ple should eat more candies -- two,
three, four,"” said Dimitar
Hadzhikinov, a professor at the
Plovdiv University of Food
Technology who helped Alpi
develop the candy.

The effect is quicker with the soft
and sugar-free candies, which dis-
solve more easily in the mouth. And
since all the ingredients are natural,
there's no need to feel bad about

eating a few more than necessary,
according to Hadzhikinov.

An AFP correspondent who
stuffed herself with the bonbons
said she did smell even more sweetly
than usual afterwards, although not
one exactly of roses. A whiff also
remained long after the taste of the
candies had gone.

Whether the candy -- priced at
about two leva (one euro, $1.30) for
a packet of 20 on the Bulgarian
market -- will find a large audience
remains to be seen.

George Preti, a chemist with the
Monell Chemical Senses' Center in
Philadelphia, told AFP it was diffi-
cult to judge if such products
worked as their makers "seldom, if
ever, present any analytical or clini-
cal data to support their claims of
deodorancy."

No previous edible or chewable
deodorant product appears to have
succeeded in getting much of a hold
on the market, he added.

But this will not stop Peychey,
who views functional foods not
only as a business but a passion.

The lively 55-year-old former
engineer previously developed an
energy candy with caffeine and
guarana, a cooling sweet with vita-
mins and calcium, and a slimming
one with a soluble dietary fibre
called inulin.

Virgin Group to start cruise line business

India's new govt kicks offt
privatisation drive

India's new right-wing government kicked
off its troubled privatisation drive Friday,
selling a five-percent stake in the state-
controlled Steel Authority of India Ltd
(SAIL) to generate revenue and plug a
gaping budget deficit.

The offer of shares in the country's
biggest domestic steel producer is the first
in a string of asset disposals planned by the
government led by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi.

Analysts originally expected the sale to
take place in July but the divestment
programme has been slow to get off the
ground. The SAIL offer that was set at a
minimum price of 83-rupees-a-share,
represented a two-and-a-half percent
discount to Thursday's closing price.

The government has said the SAIL sale,
which will reduce the state's holding in the
company to 75 percent, is expected to raise
up to 17 billion rupees ($275 million).

The sale was 27 percent oversubscribed
by the afternoon, according to stock
exchange figures.

India's Finance Minister Arun Jaitley had
said in his budget that the government aimed
to collect a hefty 584.43 billion rupees ($9.5

billion) from the sale of holdings in state-run
companies and non-government firms dur-
ing the financial yearending March 2015.

But the government is likely to fall badly
short of that target, partly due to strong
resistance to divestment by employees of
some state-run firms. Coal India’s 350,000
unionised employees, for instance, are
heavily against the sale of shares in the
mining giant to private investors,

Modi led his Bharatiya Janata Party to a
massive election victory in May on pledges
of reviving India's stumbling economy.

The government has said it wanted to
accelerate divestment to raise badly
needed funds to stick to the previous
Congress government's ambitious goal of
capping the deficit at 4.1 percent of gross
domestic product, down from 4.5 percent
a year earlier.

"India looks set to miss its fiscal target
this year, even in the optimistic case that
the government fully delivers on its plans
to sell stakes in state-owned companies,”
research house Capital Economics analyst
Shilan Shah said in a note.

The failure of the economy to generate
more in tax revenues, despite a slight pick-
up in growth, has made it even tougher to
meet the deficit target, analysts say.
