Man falls off train, dies

A man died after falling from the rooftop of a running
train in Phulbari upazila yesterday morning. The
deceased was identified as Md Mahbub Alam, 35, son
of Motiar Rahman of Rangpur Sadar upazila, He was a
farm worker. Phulbari railway police said, Mahbub
accidentally fell down on the ground from the roof-
top of Saidpur-bound Simanta Express when the
train was entering Phulbari railway station. He suc-
cumbed to his injuries at the upazila health complex.
The body was sent to Dinajpur Medical College
Hospital morgue for autopsy.

Youth murdered

A youth was killed at Bathuabari village in Sadar
upazila on Monday night. The deceased was identi-
fied as Sohel Rana, 25, son of Thandu Mia of the vil-
lage. Police and family sources said Ripon, 21, and
Rafique, 19, sons of Tobarak Ali of the same village,
locked in an altercation over milking a cow. At this,
their cousin Sohel tried to pacify them but one of the
brothers hacked him. Injured Sohel was rushed to
Shaheed Ziaur Rahman Medical College Hospital in a
critical condition where on duty doctors declared
him dead. Deceased's brother Sajib Mia filed a mur-
der case, accusing four people including Ripon and
Rafique, said OC of Sadar Police Station Nur-e-Alam
Siddiki. The accused went into hiding after the inci-
dent, he said.

Two commit 'suicide’

A housewite and a schoolgirl allegedly committed
suicide in Sadar and Monirampur upazilas on
Sunday. Police said Sohagi Khatun, 21, wife of Rabiul
Islam of Junglebadhal village in Sadar upazila, took
her life by taking poison following a family feud in
the afternoon. In another incident, Bithika Rani, 14,
daughter of Ananda Halder of Karichadanga village
and a Class IX student at Monohornagar High School,
killed herself by taking poison after failing in the
annual examinations.

2 held with smuggled medicines

Members of Rapid Action Battalion (Rab) arrested two
people, including an Indian national, along with huge
smuggled medicines worth Tk 10 lakh from two Dhaka

The arrestees are
Nazrul Islam, 41, son of Mojibur, a bus helper and
Mohammad Ullah, 34, son of Rabiul Sheikh of
Soverpur village in North 24 Pargana district of India.

Station, said on secret information, a team of Rab-6
raided the two passenger buses in the area and recov-
ered the medicines. They also arrested the two from the
spot.

Bomb attack on two Feni
school kids sparks protest

Students of Feni
Government Pilot High
School yesterday formed a
human chain in the town
demanding immediate
arrest of the culprits, who
hurled a crude bomb on two
fellow students of the
school on Monday.

The students boycotted
their classes and took part in
the human chain on College
Road in the morning,

Expressing solidarity
with the students,
Lawmaker from Feni-2

constituency Nizam Uddin
Hazari, Sadar Upazila
Chairman Abdur Rahman
and District Education
Officer Alfat Ali also joined
the programme.

On Monday, two Class X
students of the school-
Minhazul Islam Anik, 15,
and Hridoy, 15, were
injured when criminals
hurled a crude bomb on
them at Trunk Road in the
town. Their eyes and faces
were burnt in the explosion.

Both the boys were
returning home from their

private tutor's house around
4:30pm. At that time a pro-
cession of the ruling Awami
League was marching
towards the Shaheed Minar
Chattarin the area.

However, none could say
from where the cocktail was
thrown.

Locals rescued them and
sent Anik to Feni Sadar
Hospital and Hridoy to Feni
Eye Hospital.

Later in the day, Anik was
referred to Dhaka Medical
College Hospital as his
condition deteriorated.

Armed gang swoops on

35 including 4 cops hurt

At least 35 people, includ-
ing four policemen, were
injured as an armed gang
attacked a BCL meeting at
Shebarhat under Senbag
upazila of the district yes-
terday.

Seven of the injured,
who sustained bullets
during the attack, are
undergoing treatment at
Senbag lUpazila Health
Complex. They are Sub-
Inspector Md Noman, ASI

Himalya, constables Abdur
Rahim and Khokan of
Senbag Police Station, and
BCL activists Md Sohel, Md
Ershad, and Rubel 25.

The rest of the injured
took first aid at the health
complex and private clinics.

Officer-in-Charge
Mominul Islam of Senbag
Police Station said
Bangladesh Chhatra League
Senbag unit arranged a
meeting at Shebarhat at
around 5:00pm, marking
the founding anniversary of
the student body.

While they were cutting a
cake at the meeting venue,
an unidentified gang,
equipped with firearms,
arrived there. The gang
members blasted crude
bombs and opened fire,
prompting the on-duty
policemen to retaliate,

Law enforcers fired at
least 16 rounds of bullets,
targeting the criminals who
managed to flee the scene,
the OC said. None of the
gang was arrested as of filing
of this report at 6:00pm
7:30pm yesterday.
