Earlier, they
filed petitions seeking bail.

Knowledge sharing vital
to fight climate change

Participants tell end of 4-day int’l conference

People will learn to effectively battle climate
change once they pick up the idea of sharing
knowledge, experience and good practices,
experts and professionals told the conclud-
ing session of a four-day international con-
ference yesterday.

“Tackling climate change is inherently a
learning-by-doing process,” said Dr
Saleemul Hugq, director of the International
Centre for Climate Change and
Development (ICCCAD), Independent
LIniversity, Bangladesh (ILIB).

“Bangladesh has actually done quite a lot.
We now need to learn from what we have
done before we do something more, particu-
larly learn from past mistakes,” he told
“Gobeshona Conference” in the 1ICCCAD

situated on the capital’s [UB campus.

Aiming to promote this form of partici-
pation, the conference was organised by
Gobeshona, a knowledge sharing platform
for climate change research on Bangladesh
funded by UKAid and formed by multiple
local and foreign institutions and organisa-
tions.

The day's focus was on government ofhi-
cials who shared experiences and lessons
learnt while working on climate change and
disaster management with activists world-
wide.

The gathering saw presentation of over
100 papers by participants from research,
academic, government and non-
government organisations, private enter-
prises and media from home and abroad.

Most councillors
for panel mayor-2

Twenty five of the Sylhet City Corporation's (SCC) 35 ward
councillors yesterday reached consensus on proposing the
panel mayor-2 as the acting mayor, which the SCC chief
executive officer (CEO) would forward to the LGRD and
cooperatives ministry.

Declining to comment further, SCC CEO Enamul Habib
told The Daily Star that he would await the ministry's guideline.

It, however, could not be ascertained if provisions permit
such proposals to be taken into consideration.

Missing girl found
dead in capital

Cops say she was strangled
dafter rape

The body of a 10-year-old girl was found on an empty
plot at Block-D in Bashundhara Residential area of the
capital yesterday, about 17 hours after she had gone
missing.

The victim, Seuli Akter Mim, a ffth-grader at Kuril
Government Primary School, was strangled after she had
been raped, said Abu Bakar Siddique, officer-in-charge of
Bhatara Police Station.

She was playing with other children near their home at
Ghatpar of Kuril on Saturday afternoon, said locals.

Following Mim's going missing, her mother Jarina
Begum, a garment worker, lodged a general diary with the
police station.

Around 8:00am yesterday, a rickshaw-puller informed
her of inding the body at Bashundhara.

The victim had been living with her mother and elder
sister Khadija Akter for the last eight years after their father

ACC plans to reshuftle
prosecutors' panel

UNB, Dhaka

After evaluating the overall performance of
its appointed prosecutors, the Anti-
Corruption Commission (ACC) has
planned to reshuffle its panel engaging
some competent lawyers to effectively fight
its cases in courts.

“We're thinking about it as we've found
prima facie cases of inefficiency among the
ACC panel prosecutors during the course of
trial, resulting in losing the legal battle
against the corrupt accused,” said ACC
Chairman M Badiuzzman in an interview
with the new agency.

According to official sources, the national
anti-graft watchdog now has 264 prosecu-
tors across the country, including the lower
judiciary and the higher courts.

“We expect a positive result in the ACC-
filed corruption cases from our prosecu-
tors... but we hardly get it, and we think that
is for a lack of competent lawyers against the
high-profile counsels for the graft suspects,”
Badiuzzman said.

The ACC chief said the poor investigation
is also responsible to some extent for losing
cases. Official statistics show on an average
graft suspects were convicted in 47 percent
of cases filed by the ACC. And most of the
convicted people got relieved of the charges
from the higher courts due to ACC's poor
investigations and inactiveness of its panel
prosecutors.

Admitting the weakness of investigation
into the corruption cases, Badiuzzman said
it is true that the success rate of the ACC
cases 47 percent on an average.

SCBA wants fair
nat'l polls after
consensus with

political parties

The Supreme Court Bar
Association yesterday
demanded that the govern-
ment immediately hold a
fair election through nego-
tiation with political par-
ties to establish a demo-
cratic ruling system in the
country.

At a press conference in
the SCBA auditorium, its
President Khandker Mahbub
Hossain and Secretary AM
Mahbub Uddin Khokon
demanded release of all
detained political leaders
and activists by withdrawing
“false cases”.

In a written statement,
the SCBA president alleged
that the government has
been ruling the country by
torturing and oppressing
“the opposition leaders and
activists’,

He also said the govern-
ment assumed the power
through an “illegal election”
and grabbed the freedom of
speech of the media and
“opposition party”. He
condemned the government
for “confining Khaleda Zia"
and alleged that the law
enforcers had even used
pepper spray to endanger
her life.

WARRANT OF PRECEDENCE
SC disposes of
plea against HC

void declaration

The Supreme Court yes-
terday disposed of “with
expunction, modifica-
tion, observation and
findings” an appeal
against a 2010 High Court
order that declared illegal
and void the existing
Warrant of Precedence,
formulated in 1986 and
revised in 2008.

The full text is yet to be
released. A five-member
bench of the SC's Appellate
Division headed by Chief
Justice Md Muzammel
Hossain passed the short
verdict, available in the SC
website,

Passed following a writ
petition, the High Court's
February 4, 2010 order also
directed the government to
1ssue a new Warrant of
Precedence for the repub-
lic's officers, giving district
judges and equivalent
judicial officers’ prece-
dence over the chiefs of
armed forces, and govern-
ment secretaries.
