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Siraj ordered killing
of five in Bagerhat

Freedom fighter testifies at war crimes tribunal

On instructions of war crimes |
accused Sheikh Sirajul Haque |
alias Siraj Master, Razakars shot
five people dead and threw the
bodies into the Bhairab River in
Kachua upazila of Bagerhat on
November 22, 1971, a freedom
fighter testified at the
International Crimes Tribunal-
1 yesterday.

"Seven to eight people including Abdul
Latif Talukder and Akram Khan, two other
accused, took the five to the river bank.
Razakars then shot them dead," said Sheikh
Fozor Ahmed, the 12th prosecution wit-
ness.

The deceased were Satish Chandra
Mondol, Hashem Ali Sheikh, Babu Khan,
Nazrul Islam, and Monindra Nath Saha.
Fozor said he and three others witnessed
the whole incident from a garden but
retreated to the Liberation War camp at
Kachua because they did not have heavy

arms at that time, he added.
Fozor who was in the Pakistan
Mujahid Force before the
Liberation War left his worksta-
tion at Comilla and went to
' Kachua. He trained local stu-

dents to fight the occupation
army there, he said.

On April 22, 1971, AKM
Yusuf, a war crimes accused who
died during the trial period, held
a rally in Kachua, calling upon locals to join
the Razakar, an auxiliary force to the
Pakistani army, the witness said.

He added that two accused of the case,
Abdul Latif and Akram, enrolled in the
Razakar force and set up camps at Kachua
and Doiboggohati, and began torturing and
killing people.

Sirajul is facing six charges, and Abdul
Latif and Akram three each.

Defence counsels completed cross-

examining the witness before the proceed-
ing was adjourned until today:.
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A large hole has been left unprotected on a footpath by Kazi Nazrul Islam Avenue in the capital for a long time
with pedestrians putting themselves at risk of accidents, while the authorities concerned are oblivious, as may
be because it “does not really concern them”.
