Woman dies from
'wrong treatment’

Probe committee formed

The husband of a woman who died a day after undergoing a
Caesarean at Sylhet MAG Osmani Medical College Hospital on
January 22 have brought allegations of wrong treatment and
negligence, prompting the latter to launch an investigation.

Taposh Kumar Roy in a written complaint submitted to
the hospital director on Tuesday said his wife Anju Roy, 30,
suffered convulsions after two nurses injected anaesthetic
into her spine on January 21.

On-duty doctors informed that the Shukurnagar
Government Primary School teacher's condition was critical
and four and a half hours later, around 12:30am, she gave
birth to a baby girl and was put on life support in another
room, it read.

Till announcing her death at 4:30pm, the hospital authori-
ties did not reveal anything about her condition, it added.

Moreover, except for a death certificate and a release order,
the authorities did neither return the medical records
submitted at the time of admission nor those stating of her
treatment there, said the complaint.

A four-member committee led by Associate Prof Zamila
Alamin of gynaecology has been asked to submit a probe
report in 10 working days, the hospital's Deputy Director
Abdus Salam told The Daily Star yesterday.

HC questions EC decision not
to disclose party finances

The High Court yesterday questioned the
legality of the Election Commission's (EC)
decision to not make public audited finan-
cial reports of registered political parties
without the latter's permission.

Italso fixed April 15 to hearon aruleitissued
upon the EC and the Information Commission
(IC) to explain in four weeks why the EC
decision should not be declared illegal.

The rule came following a writ petition filed

with it by six distinguished citizens, including
Sushashoner Jonno Nagorik Secretary
Badiul Alam Majumder, on January 27.

Initially, Badiul had lodged a complaint
with the IC under the Right to Information
Act, 2009 challenging the EC decision of
2013, the petitioners’ lawyer Tanim
Hussain Shawon told The Daily Star.

When the IC rejected it upholding the EC
decision, Badiul again filed a petition to
review the dismissal, only to be rejected again.

Meanwhile, Nazrul Islam, the defence coun-
sel for the five Jamaat-Shibir leaders, sought
more time, claiming that he was appointed
their lawyer only yesterday morning.

In response to this, Justice Jahangir
Hossain said, “Your clients are clever. They
appointed you today. Neither yesterday nor
two or three days before."

When the tribunal chairman, Justice M
Enayetur Rahim, asked Nazrul on what
ground he was seeking time, saying, "Isitfora
reply or an apology?” the counsel said he was
yet to decide.

February 10 was fixed for the next hearing.

The show cause notice was sent to Tajul,
Jamaat's Acting Ameer Mogbul Ahmed,
Acting Secretary General Shafiqur Rahman
and Nayeb-e-Ameer Mujibur Rahman,
Shibir's President Abdul Jabbar and Secretary
General Atiqur Rahman.

Azhar was sentenced to death for war
crimes on December 20 last year. A few days
later, his lawyer Tajul said the "evidence"
based on which the tribunal sentenced his
client to death was "rubbish", while the five
leaders' reactions to the verdict were "offen-
sive".

The notice followed a contempt of court
petition filed by the prosecution.
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SC to get more judges

could be reduced. He added that all necessary steps would
be taken for quick and fair adjudication of the cases.

At his felicitation ceremony, on January 18, the chief justice
stressed the need for doubling the number of judges in the
country's courts. Around 3.65 lakh cases are awaiting disposal at
the SC and 25 lakh cases at the district courts, he said.

Three posts of judges are vacant at the Appellate
Division, while the number of the HC judges has dropped
to 87 from the highest 100 after retirement of some and
promotion of others to the Appellate Division.

The law minister yesterday said a draft on the proposed law
outlining the procedures for removal of SC judges would be
sent to the SC for its scrutiny and opinions. It will then be
finalised and placed in parliament for passing, he added.

The parliament on September 17 last year passed the 16th
constitutional amendment
impeach SCjudges on grounds of misconduct and incapacity.

On September 23 that year, the minister said the govern-
ment was likely to enact a law specifying the process of
removal of SC judges in three months.
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Relocation of climate
refugees impossible
without int'l fund

Experts tell BIISS roundtable

The countries likely to be hit hard by cli-
mate-induced disasters would not be able
to relocate displaced people without inter-
national assistance, experts told a
roundtable yesterday.

Even the richest countries would need
medical and emergency relief assistance in
the case of large scale disasters, they said.

As Bangladesh faces such vulnerabili-
ties, the countries triggering climate
change should take the responsibility of
rehabilitation of climate refugees, they
stressed.

Titled "Climate Change and
Displacement: the Global Debate”, the
discussion was organised by the Bangladesh
Institute of International and Strategic
Studies (BIISS) atits office in the capital.

Pointing out that not all vulnerable
Bangladeshis are willing to leave the place
of their ancestors, ActionAid Bangladesh's
country director Farah Kabir said
Bangladesh needed funding because it
could not alone finance adaptation mea-
sures in vulnerable regions.

She added that developing countries
were not responsible for climate change.
“Rather developed countries are the main
contributors to global warming.”

Bangladesh is at risk of a rising sea level
and extreme events like salinity intrusion,
drought, erratic rainfall and tidal surges,
threatening food security.

Prof Walter Kaelin, envoy of the chair-
manship of Nansen Initiative, said almost
90 percent of the global migration between
2008 and 2013 occurred due to extreme
climatic events.

He suggested that governments cooper-
ate to rehabilitate the victims regionally.

Abdul Qayyum, national project direc-
tor of Comprehensive Disaster
Management Program, said one out of
seven Bangladeshis could be displaced due
to climate change by 2050.

Foreign Secretary Md Shahidul Haque
said an international agreement on ways to
rehabilitate the displaced people could be
negotiated at the United Nations.

Munshi Faiz Ahmad, chairman of BIISS
board of governors, presided over the
discussion.
