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BAN ON CARRYING PILLION PASSENGERS

2,000 motorbike drivers
in hardship

Most of the families of
around two thousand
rented motorcycle drivers in
the district are passing days
amid hardship as their only
income source has been
blocked due to the recently
imposed government ban
on carrying passengers on
the two-wheeled motor
vehicles.

‘I did not earn any
money in last four days as I

could not carry any passen-
ger on the bike. It is now
difficult for me to buy food
for my five-member family. [
will not be able to pay the
school fees of my son if this
ban continues,” said Monir,
a motorbike rider in
Jhalakathi Sadar upazila.

‘I have taken some loan
from an association for high
interest to buy foods and
medicines for my old and
ailing father as my earning
source stopped due to the

ban,” said Saidul Isalm, a
motorcycle driver of
Jhalakathi College More
area.

“I have to pay the
monthly rent of Tk 6,000 to
the bike owner whether I
ride the vehicle or not,” said
Zakir, a motorist of
Nalchhity:.

“Earlier I was involved in
crimes but the opportunity
to earn by carrying motor-
bike passengers for rent
helped me to leave my bad

ways and live a decent life,
But 1 have become jobless
again due to the ban. If it
continues for long, I may
have to go back to the for-
mer life,” said a motorist of
Galua in Rajapurupazila.

People who were used to
motorcycle rides as conve-
nient means for going to
different places, are also
suffering due to the recent
ban, especially amid the
blockade enforced by BNP-
led 20-party alliance.

68 bottles of phensidyl
syrup, 2.5 kg hemp, a
Chinese knife and seven
mobile phone sets from
there, said Jamil Uddin,
officer-in-charge of Ulipur
Police Station.

Later, they detained
Ataur's wife Nurunnahar
Begum, 35, Shahidar
Rahman, 50, Abdus Salam,
35, Alamgir Hossain
Basunia, 35, assistant
teacher of Daldalia Girls'
High School, and Anisur
Rahman, 37, acting head-
master of Hookodanga
High School, from the
house.

SCHOOILTEACHER ROBIUL MURDER CASE

Main accused held with gun

Members of the Rapid
Action Battalion (Rab) on
Wednesday night arrested
the prime accused in the
case for killing school-
teacher Munshi Robiul
Islam in Kumarkhali
upazila of the district.

The arrestee is Munshi
Sohag Karim, 30, son of
Munshi Rezaul Karim of
Mohendrapur village in the
upazila. Rab also seized a
pistol used in the killing
from his possession.

At a press briefing held at

Rab-12 office in the town
yesterday, Rab Commander
Ali Haider said the arrestee,
Munshi Sohag Karim, killed
his uncle Munshi Robiul
Islam to capture family
property.

A gang of four inter-
cepted Robiul while he was
returning home at
Mohendrapur village from a
brick kiln in Kumarkhali at
around 1:45am January 24,

The gang shot Robiul
point blank and left the
scene. Locals took him to
Kumarkhali Upazila Heath
Complex where the doctors
declared him death.

Rab said Sohag admitted
to his involvement in the
killing Robiul for grabbing
the property of his uncle
Munshi Rashidur Rahman,

Munshi Rashidur
Rahman, chairman of
Mohendrapur Union
Parishad (UP) and also joint
secretary of Kumarkhali
upazila unit of BNP, was
shot dead by a gang of crimi-
nals at Mohendrapur Bazar
on December 8, 2013.

After the killing, Robiul,
cousin of Munshi Rashidur
Rahman, was looking after
his (Rashidur's) property.
