Barisal SBMC closes
for three weeks

Decision comes after an old dorm
became risky due to construction
of a new one too close to it

Manunur Rashid, a senior
member of Mymensingh
Press Club, died from
kidney failure at
Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujib Medical University
in Dhaka yesterday after-
noon. He was 71.

He left behind two
sons and a daughter. He
was buried at his village
home in Sarrabad of
Narsingdi.

A resident of Academy
Road of Mymensingh
town, Rashid served as a
chemistry professor at
Mymensingh Nasirabad
College for 34 years.

The authorities of Sher-e-Bangla Medical College (SBMC) in
Barisal yesterday closed the institution for three weeks after a
five-storey dormitory for female students became risky because
of anewdorm beingconstructed tooclosetoit.

The decision came at an emergency meeting of the aca-
demic council after some portions of plaster from a pillar
and the wall fell down inside the old dormitory, creating
panic among the students, said Principal Dr Bhaskar Saha.

The construction started three months ago, the college
sources said.

The principal said about 700 students out of over 1,100
were female.

The students started leaving the dorm in the afternoon
after they had been asked to do so.
