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Five to die for gang-
raping teenage girl

A tribunal here yesterday
sentenced five people,
including two siblings, to
death for gang-raping a
teenage girl in Purbodhala
upazilain 2002,

The death penalty
awardees are Shamim, 34,
son of Shamser Ali, Bikon,
28, and Tikon, 25, sons of
Mansur Rangdi, Taposh, 30,
son of Narendra Shyama of
Kalbhoer village; and Roop
Mia, 32, son of Yunus Ali of
Budhi village in Purbodhala
upazila. Roop Mia was tried
in absentia.

According to the prosecu-
tion, a gang of criminals
swooped on the girl, aged
about 15, while she was
going to Satmati village

along with her brother-in-
law on the night of July 20,
2002. They took the girl to
Kumarkhali Bridge area and
raped her.

The victim's family filed a
case with the police station
concerned the following
day.

After investigation, the
investigation officer pressed
charges against the above
mentioned names.

After examining the
records and witnesses,
District Women and
Children Repression
Prevention Tribunal Judge
AKM Abul Kashem pro-
nounced the wverdict. The
judge acquitted an accused
named Ekhlas as charges
brought against him could
not be proved.

Land office, 19 houses,
chemical factory gutted

A land office, 19 houses and
a chemical factory were
gutted in fire incidents in
Natore, Panchagarh and
Munshiganj districts yester-
day:.

Our Natore correspon-
dent reported that Sadar
upazila land office was
gutted in a fire in Rajbari
area of the town early yester-
day.

Two computers, a photo-
copier, furniture and impor-
tant documents of the office
were destroyed in the fire
that broke out around
6:00am, said Alamgir Kabir,
assistant commissioner
(land).

Abdur Rouf, station
officer at Natore fire service
office said the fire originated
from an electric short circuit
in the computer room of the
office and soon spread to
the entire office.

control, Rouf added.

In Panchagarh, fire
destroyed at least 19 houses
at Chilahaati Sarkarpara
village under Debiganj
upazila of Panchagarh,
reports our Thakurgaon
correspondent.

Two people sustained
burn injuries while they
were trying to save their
belongings. The injured
Delwar Hossain, 45, and
Bedana, 38, were admitted
to Debiganj Upazila Health
Complex,

Shahidul Islam, chair-
man of Chilahaati Union
Parishad, told this corre-
spondent over cell phone
that the fire originated from
the kitchen room of one
Lokman Hossain around
2:30am and soon engulfed
the 18 other adjacent
houses.

On information, a fire-
fighting unit from Domar

Fire Service Station in
Nilphamari rushed to the
spot and doused the flames.

The affected wvillagers
claimed that the extent of
losses caused by the fire
would be Tk 20 lakh.

Away in Munshiganj, a
chemical factory was gutted
in a fire at Sikirgaon village
under Gazaria upazila yes-
terday morning, reports our
correspondent.

The fire broke out at
Samuda Chemical Factory
around 8:30am and burnt
several machines of the
factory, said Ferdaus Aziz,
general manager of the
factory.

On information, two fire
fighting units from
Narayanganj and
Daudkandi of Comilla
rushed to the spot and
brought the blaze under
control around 10:00am.
