Oishee's
another friend
Asaduzzaman Johnny
instigated the murders and
Roni gave her shelter after
the incident. Johnny and
Qishee are now in jail.

The victims' domestic
help Khadiza Akhter Sumi
has been made accused for
assisting Oishee in conceal-
ing the bodies. Sumi, a
child, was earlier granted
bail from a juvenile court
which is holding her trial.
