Robber hurt during 'gunfight'

A robber sustained bullet injuries during a 'shootout'
between police and his cohorts in Islamkathi area under
Tala upazila of the district early yesterday. The injured was
identified as Atiar Morol, 34, son of late Afsar Uddin, of
Lautara village.M Rezaul Islam, officer-in-charge (OC) of
Tala Police Station, said, a police team, acting on a tip-off,
raided Islamkathi area where a gang of robbers was taking
preparation for committing a robbery in the area. Sensing
the presence of the team, the robbers opened fire, prompt-
ing the law enforcers to retaliate. Police said Atiar received
bullets during the gunfight while his cohorts managed to
escape. He was admitted to Satkhira Sadar Hospital at
around 3:00am. Masura Khatun, wife to Atiar, claimed
that police from Jatpur outpost detained her husband on
Saturday night. Police recovered two shutter guns, two
bullets and two knives from the spot.

Drug smuggler jailed

A Panchagarh court on Monday sentenced a drug smug-
gler to seven years' rigorous imprisonment. The convict is
Abdul Jalil, 25, son of late Altat Hossain of Jatanpukuri
village in Sadar upazila, The court also fined him Tk 1,000,
in default, he is to suffer another year in jail. Senior Judge
of Special Tribunal M A Nur handed down the verdict in
presence of the convict at around 4:30pm. According to
prosecution, a patrol team Border Guard Bagladesh (BGB)
arrested Abdul Jalil on November 13, 2013 on Mirgarh
border near Pillar No 421with smuggled Indian medi-
cines. Company Commander Havildar Mozammel
Haque filed a case against Jalil with Panchagarh Police
Station the same day. After investigation, police submitted
a charge sheet against Jalil to the court on December 31,
2014. After examining witnesses and record of the case, the
judge handed down the verdict.

The deceased, Latifa
Khatun, 9, daughter of
Abdul Latif, and Akhi
Akhtar, 9, daughter of
Ashraful Alam of
Charkanchira-Daktarpara
village in the upazila, were
class III students of Char

Primary School.

Nur Alam, sub-inspector
of Shibganj Police Station,
said the girls went out of
their respective houses for
school on March 28 and
remained missing since
then,

On March 29, their
fathers lodged general dia-
ries (GD) with Shibganj
Police Station.

Locals spotted their
decomposed bodies at a
maize field at the village
yesterday morning and
informed the police, said

Housewife beaten to
death in Lalmonirhat

A housewife was killed
allegedly by her husband
and son over a family feud at
Mahishkhocha village in
Aditmari upazila on
Tuesday night.

The deceased is Jarina
Begum, 43, wife of Abdul
Khaleque of the village.

Police arrested Abdul
Khaleque 55, a village doc-
tor, and his son Jasim
Uddin, 22, the same night.

Police quoted villagers as
saying that Jarina had an
altercation with Khaleque

around 8:00pm over pur-
chasing a saree. At one stage
of altercation, Khaleque
along with Jasim beat up
Jarina mercilessly, leaving
her dead on the spot.

Hearing the news, locals
rushed to the spot and
caught the killers. They
confined the duo to a room
and informed the police.

Being informed, police
went to the spot and arrested
Khaleque and Jasim. They
later sent the body to Sadar
Hospital morgue for autopsy.

The arrestees were yester-
day produced in a court that
sent them to jail.

Land disputes leave two
dead, five injured

Two people were killed and
five others injured over land
disputes in Benapole of
Jessore and Sundarganj
upazila of Gaibandha yester-
day and on Tuesday night.

Our Benapole correspon-
dent reported that a youth
was stabbed to death by his
uncle over a land dispute at
Baropota village under
Benapole Police Station
yesterday morning.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Jamal uddin 28, son
of Mizanur Rahman of the
village.

Officer-in-Charge
Apurbo Hasan of the police
station said Jamal and his
uncle Ramzan Ali locked in
an altercation over the own-

ership of a piece land
around 11:30am. At one
stage, Ramzan hacked Jamal
with a sharp weapon, leav-
ing him dead on the spot.

While Ramzan and his
wife Manu Begum were
trying to flee, locals caught
them and informed the
police.

Police went to the spot
and arrested the two. They
recovered Jamal's body and
sent it to jessore Medical
College Hospital morgue
for autopsy.

Our correspondent from
Gaibandha adds: A man was
killed and five others were
injured in a clash between
two groups over a disputed
land at Bazarpara village in
sundarganj upazila on
Tuesday night

The dead was identified
as Atowar Rahman, 55.

Police quoted locals as
saying that there had been a
long-standing dispute
between Atowar and his
causin Abdur Rahman, ex-
armyman, over the owner-
ship of a disputed land.

Family members of
Atowar and Rahman picked
up a quarrel over the issue at
around 9:00pm. Hearing
the news, supporters of the
two came to the spot and
locked in a clash, leaving at
least six peope, including
Atowar, injured.

Atowar succumbed to his
injuries on way to the
upazila health complex. Of
the remaining five, two were
admitted to the hospital
while the rest given first.

JCD leader shot dead

Unknown criminals shot dead a
Jativatabadi Chhatra Dal (JCD) leader at
Chorgoal village in Gangni upazila of
Meherpur district early yesterday.

The deceased, Haser Ali, 34, son of
Sadman Ali of the village, was joint general
secretary of Gangni upazila unit of JCD.

Police quoted victim's brother Monirul
Islam as saying that a gang of 4/5 armed
criminals intercepted Haser while he was
going to his farmland around 5:30am.

They stabbed him mercilessly, shot him

the spot.

Being informed, police went to the spot,
recovered the body and sent it to the hospi-
tal morgue for autopsy.

Haser was an absconding accused in a
case for killing two Bangladesh Chhatra
League (BCL) activists, Atahar and Habil, in
2006, said Akram Hossain, officer-in-charge
of Gangni Police Station.

Criminals might have killed him as a
sequel to previous enmity, the OC added.

No one was arrested in connection with
the murder as of 6:00pm yesterday.
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
