Fishing with current nets
rampant in Hakaluki Haor

Local fish species threatened as frequent raids fail
to check the callous act

Massive use of current nets
continues unabated in
Moulvibazar's Hakaluki
Haor during the ongoing
water recession season,
contributing to the deple-
tion of a variety of local
fish species living in the
swamp.

The callous act in defi-
ance of a government
restriction causes decline
in fish production as a
plenty of mother fish and
fry are getting caught in
the nets, local fisheries
officials said.

It eventually leads to
extinction of different fish
species in the haor covering
181.15 square km area, they

said.

Hakaluki is a natural
breeding ground of as
many as 110 species of
sweet water fish, fisheries
officials said, adding that
39 species had already
become extinct.

As a measure to discour-
age the illegal fishing in
the ecologically critical
area during the breeding
season, Kulaura,
Baralekha, Rajnagar, Juri
upazila authorities earlier
served notices asking the
fishermen to hand over
their nets to the upazila
offices, but to no effect,
officials added.

After the notice deadline
ended, the fisheries office in
Kulaura upazila seized more
than 1 lakh metres of nets

from Kangli, Guborkuri and
Loribay under Hakaluki
Haor area last month.

In Kulaura, upazila
officials and police seized
500 cubits of nets with fish
fry of different species
from Kuri water body area
under Hakaluki Haor in
Kulaura upazila on
Saturday, said Kulaura
UNO Md Najmul Hasan,
also team leader of the raid
team.

Conducting a massive
raid on October 22 last year,
upazila officials and police
also seized 50 thousand
metres of nets with fish fry
of different species from the
haor areas of Juri and
Kulaura upazilas, he said.

Locals said the illegal
netting of fish fry is rampant

in all upazilas of the district.

Fishermen, however, said
they are catching fish defy-
ing the ban as they had no
alternative.

Sultan Mahmud, fisher-
ies officer of Kulaura
upazila, said the govern-
ment had initiated a project
to provide the fishermen
with ration during the sea-
SO,

“We will start registering
the real fishermen for the
purpose in September this
year,” he added.

Nipendra Chandra Das,
deputy director of the fisher-
ies office in Moulvibazar
district, said the measure
was taken to discourage the
illegal netting of fishes in
the ecologically important
area.

smuggler
shot dead

An Indian smuggler was
shot dead by Border Guard
Bangladesh (BGB) on Hili
border in Hakimpur upazila
of the district yesterday.

The deceased is Biton
Roy, 40, son of Bodyanath
Roy of Hili Dakkhinpara
under Dakhin Dinajpur of
Pashchimbanga in India.

The incident took place at
northern part of Hili railway
station in the afternoon,
said Abdul Mamun, camp
commander of Hili Check
Post of BGB-3 Battalion.

As soon as a freight train
from Joypurhat arrived at
the railway station at around
5:00pm, a gang started
loading smuggled goods
from Bangladesh territory.

Seeing this, a BGB patrol
team tried to resist the smug-
glers but they attacked the
border guards.

Finding no other way, the
BGB men in self defence
fired three bullets, leaving
Biton dead on the spot.

However, other members of
the gang managed to flee the
scene, said the BGB official.

Three BGB members also
sustained injured during the
attack, he said.

2 die of unknown

disease

A college girl and a farmer
have died due to an
unknown disease while
another is fighting for life at
Jhenidah Sadar Hospital
following attack of the dis-
ease.

The deceased are second
year student of Shahidul
Islam College Asma Khatun,
21, daughter of Abul
Hossain of Shamanta vil-
lage, and Enamul Hossain,
27. son of Nur-Islam of Kola
village in Moheshpur
upazila.

Asma died at the upazila
health complex on March
29 while Enamul at his
home on April 3.

Asma's father said his
daughter at first got
pimple on her body and
then felt severe chest
and abdomen pains on
March 26.

She was then admitted to
the health complex where
she died three days later, he
said.

“My wife Sokhina is now
under treatment at the hos-

pital with acute chest and
abdomen pains,” said Abul
Hossain.

On the other hand,
Enamul died following
attack of the same disease
five days ago, said family
sources.

Dr Mokarram Hossain,
consultant of medicine of
Jhenidah Sadar Hospital,
said Sokhina now relieves
from pains a bit.

“It might be a viral dis-
ease. An investigation team
from Dhaka visited the
hospital. As per their sugges-
tions, we are treating her,”
he said.

A four-member team
led by Dr Mahbubur
Rahman, medical scientist
of Institute of
Epidemiology, Disease
Control and Research
(IEDCR), visited the
affected villages and hos-
pital vyesterday and col-
lected blood and urine of
Sokhina, said Civil
Surgeon Dr Abdus Salam.

“We can give details
about the unknown disease
after getting report of the
medical test,” he said.

HSC examinee murdered

An HSC examinee was killed
in an attack allegedly by
rivals over land dispute in
Madarganj upazila of the
district on Monday.

The deceased is Zakir
Hossain, 17, son of Azizul
Haque of Dakkhin Khilkati
village. He appeared in this
year's HSC examinations
under Bangladesh Technical
Education board.

On March 29, a gang
allegedly led by Monirul,
18, son of Billal of the vil-
lage, attacked Zakir, his
mother and sister with sharp
weapons, leaving them
injured following an alterca-
tion over the land, said
family sources.

Seriously injured Zakir
was sent to Jamalpur
General Hospital. He

later got released from
the hospital for appear-
ing in the examinations

on April 1, said the vic-
tim's father.

But Zakir was again
admitted to the wupazila
health complex and then
referred to Dhaka for better
treatment as his condition
deteriorated.
