child budget

Child rights advocates
yesterday urged the govern-
ment to implement child
budget during the next
fiscal year.

By the end of every
financial year, they added,
the government should
publish an evaluation
report on how allocation
for children was spent.

National Children
Taskforce (NCTF) and
Child Budget Forum made
the demands at a press
conference in Dhaka
Reporters Unity.

Reading out a six-point
demand regarding child
budget, a member of NCTF
Tanzila Shumi said Tk 50
crore was allocated for
children in the fiscal year
2014-15.

“We would like to know
specifically where the
money was spent,” she said.

“Before forming budget,
the authorities meet repre-
sentatives from different
professional communities
to take their opinion. We
demand the authorities do
the same with children,” she
added.

Member of parliamen-
tary caucus on children
affairs Umme Razia Kajol,
who was present as the chief
guest, promised to voice her
demand for a child budget
in the parliament.

Child Budget Forum
Chairperson Dr Abul
Hossain and child repre-
sentatives of NCTFE, among
others, spoke.

Autistic children need

extra care, attention

Dr Shaheen Akhter tells Pizza Hut
hosted gathering of families marking
World Autism Awareness Day

Extra care and special attention are needed to help autistic children over-
come their mental barriers, said Prof Shaheen Akhter, a pediatric neurol-
ogist at Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujib Medical University (BSMMU).

Autism is a genetic disorder with a unique state of mind, not any dis-
ease. The exact reason behind the disorder still remains a debatable issue
in medical science while environmental pollution with lead and pesti-
cide is believed to expedite the severity of autism, she said at a socialisa-
tion gathering of around 30 autistic children and their parents at Pizza
Hut in the capital yesterday.

“Therefore, the parents should not feel embarrassed with their autistic
child nor should they quarrel over whose fault it is for a child being autis-
tic," added Prof Shaheen, also the project director of the Institute of
Pediatric Nero-disorder and Autism of BSMMU,

Mathematician Isaac Newton and father of the relativity theory Albert
Einstein both had autism. Autistic children therefore should not be treated
as worthless persons because they are good at some mental faculty or other,
she mentioned.

Pizza Hut hosted the gathering to help break the barrier of parental
reluctance and embarrassment to socialise their children, marking the
eighth World Autism Awareness Day, observed globally on April 2,

Everest, former captain of Bangladesh national cricket team Khaled Masud

Pilot and television presenter Sharmin Lucky were present to encourage the

children.

Quality of education
must be improved
to instill empathy

in children
Seminar told

Quality education to infuse sensitivity into children
towards the society and build empathy in their minds
should be imparted alongside the conventional book-based
learning, said speakers at a seminar in the capital yesterday.

They observed that continuous political violence, a
“highly stratified education system” and the absence of
proper atmosphere to nurture a healthy childhood, failed to
create sensitivity among children today.

The seminar “Our Children Our Hope" organised by
Painted Children, a UK-based NGO, was held at the Biswa
Shahitto Kendro.

“Community feelings are not created in the minds of
children who grow up in city streets without the care of
families and they later get involved in crimes,” said Jyoti
Chottopadhyay, project coordinator of Institute of
Environment and Development.

Referring to the recent incident of sexual harassment by a
group of young men at Suhrawardy Udyan on April 14,
Lenin Chowdhury, presidium member of Khelaghar
Central committee, said, “They are our boys but they
behaved like wolves.”

“If children become inhumane psychologically, tomor-
row we will get a psychologically inhumane nation.”

Zahid Reza Noor, deputy feature editor of the daily
Prothom Alo, said the widespread violence shown in
television made children immune to violence and
destroyed their tolerance capacity.
