HC directs Ctg court
to consider Mridha
as charged

Orders ACC to reinvestigate scandal, take
legal action against all involved; clears

way for trying three accused teachers

The High Court yesterday directed a Chittagong court to
accept the corruption allegation against suspended general
manager of Bangladesh Railway (east zone) Yusuf Ali
Mridha and start his trial in a case filed for irregularities in
recruitment process.

Rejecting a petition on scrapping the case proceedings
sought by three teachers accused in the case for involving in
the recruitment examinations, the HC also ordered the
Anti-Corruption Commission to investigate the railwaygate
scandal again and take legal actions against all those
accused inthe irregularities.

ACC lawyer Khurshid Alam Khan told The Daily Star that
the lower court has to accept the allegation against Mridha
on the basis of the first information report (FIR) where there
were specific allegations against him. The HC, however,
didn't ask the ACC to conduct further investigation against
Mridha, he added.

The ACC submitted the charge sheet on October 14, 2014
dropping the name of Mridha who was made accused in the
FIR after his car entered the Pilkhana Headquarters of
Border Guard Bangladesh on April 9, 2012 and he was
caught with Tk 70 lakh. The money had allegedly been
collected from job seekers in different tiers of the railway.

The HC bench of Justice Md Moinul Islam Chowdhury
and Justice ]JBM Hassan also cleared the way for the lower

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35 Sust teachers rejoin
without withdrawing
resignation letters

Thirty-five teachers of Shahjalal University of Science and
Technology, who had earlier resigned from their adminis-
trative posts over “misconduct” of the vice chancellor,
rejoined their duties yesterday although they did not with-
draw their resignation letters.

The teachers did so following a request made by acting
vice chancellor Prof Dr Ilias Uddin Biswas at a meeting with
them on the campus Friday, said acting proctor Md
Emdadul Haque.

He said they received a letter issued by the acting VC from
the registrar yesterday morning in this regard.

Talking to The Daily Star, Registrar Isfaqul Hosain con-
firmed it.

The acting VC said as the university authorities were
yet to take any decision over the resignation, he
requested them to join again to run the institution
efficiently.

The teachers under the banner of “Mohan Muktijuddher
Chetonay Udbuddho Shikkhok Brindo” have been demon-
strating demanding resignation of VC Aminul Haque since
April 13.

The movement has been postponed since Friday as the
VC went on a two-month leave.

Prof Mustabur Rahman, joint convener of the associa-
tion, said they would not withdraw their resignation letters
until the VC resigned.

The resignation came after the VC did not give enough
time to some departments' chairmen and teachers and
became embroiled in an argument as they met him with-
out any prior appointment on April 13 to discuss distribu-
tion of classrooms, campus sources said. Afterwards, VC
Aminul Haque said, “I was busy that day due to my wife's
illness.”
