Most of the fire extinguishers at
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujib Medical
University (BSMMU) have been beyond
their expiry date for more than a year. Worse
still, the university has no trained personnel
to use those devices in case of a fire.

It all poses a serious fire threat to hun-
dreds of patients, doctors, staff and visitors
at the country's lone medical university.

The university has around 2,000 fire

in 2012-13, on different floors of its seven
highrise buildings. These devices were sup-
posed to be refilled after a year, but nobody
has bothered to pay attention to this.

Many of the extinguishers have even got
damaged and discoloured and lost dis-
charge hose or nozzles.

According to top officials of the univer-
sity, BSMMU's engineering section, which is
responsible for such matters, did not even
