TORTURE OF BOBITA

Husband

arrested in
Sylhet

Sylhet police have
arrested soldier Shafqul
Sheikh allegedly for tor-
turing his wife after tying
her to a tree in Narail.

Officer-in-Charge of
Shah Paran Police Station
Shakhawat Hossain said
Sheikh was arrested in
Sylhet Cantonment area on
Monday evening.

The arrest was made a
day after the High Court
directed Narail police to
arrest in 48 hours the per-
sons who tortured her.

According to media
reports, Bobita Khanom,
21, of Lohagara upazila,
was tied to a tree and
beaten with sticks by her
husband Shafiqul Sheikh
and some of his family
members until she fainted
on April 30 for “theft".

Police sent Bobita to
upazila health complex
and later she was shifted
to Narail Sadar Hospital.

Bobita's mother filed a
case with Lohagara Police
Station in connection
with the incident.

Earlier, police arrested
two people, including
Sheikh's uncle Hiru
Miah.

A Dhaka court yesterday sentenced two persons to death
and another to life term imprisonment for killing a couple
in Faridpurin 2013.

The condemned are Mohammad Sujon Bepari and
Mohammad Nazrul Islam while the lifer is Mir Mohammad
Tanvir Rahman, a nephew of victim Mir Shamsul Haque.
The court also fined the lifer Tk 20,000, in default, to suffer
one more year in jail.

According to the prosecution, the convicts hacked Mir
Shamsul Haque, 75, and his wife Nargis Nahar Begum, 65,
to death about 7:00am in Kotwali area on October 25, 2013
over a land dispute.
