Mental health worries mount
for traumatised Nepalis

PM says country was not ready for second quake

The powerful 7.3 magnitude tremor that
struck Nepal this week left an already
traumatised population gripped by even
deeper fear, underlining concerns that
the country is ill-prepared to cope with
the mental side effects.

Tuesday's quake caused a fraction of
the fatalities inflicted by the huge 7.8
earthquake that killed some 8,000
people less than three weeks earlier, but
left millions more frightened than ever.,

Binda Dhungel, 31, and her injured
son and daughter sat inside a health
clinic in the mountain town of Charikot
on Wednesday after they walked two
hours from their village, which was
devastated in the second quake.

"There's not really anyone back in
the village. There's no one else there. |
don't know how we're going to sur-

vive," Dhungel said.

Tuesday's quake killed more than 100
people, and destroyed many houses.

Krishna Prasad, 30, a doctor at the
centre, says patients are frightened and
worried they are not strong enough to
go back, The children, he says, are
medically fine but "psychologically
they look terrified".

In towns and villages across the
country the scene was the same: dazed
families sitting by cracked or flattened
homes, jJumpy about seemingly endless
aftershocks and landslides from loose
hillsides, and uncertain of their future.

Ranveig Tveitnes, deputy team leader
of the Norwegian Red Cross in
Chautara, said the latest earthquake and
subsequent aftershocks had pushed
people back from a fragile recovery.

"When they first came, you could see

people were dead in their eyes, In the last
few days, people started to laugh again.
But today people were completely trau-
matised. Patients grab you and hold you
and theydon'tletgo," hesaid.

As natural disasters often do in poor
nations, Nepal's earthquake has
exposed the gross inadequacies of its
mental health services just at the
moment when they are most needed.

Even before the quakes, Nepal had
one of the world's weakest mental
healthcare systems, with just 100 psychia-
trists and about a dozen clinical psychol-
ogists to serve a nation of 28 million
people, according to government data.

Pak officials
'out’ walk-in spy

Pakistani military officials
have reportedly named the
spy who, it is claimed, gave
away the location of Osama
bin Laden to the US.

The White House has
consistently maintained
that it found the al-Qaeda
leader and carried out a
secret mission to kill him
in 2011 without the knowl-
edge or assistance of the
government of Pakistan.

But an article by Pulitzer
Prize-winning journalist
Seymour Hersh alleged this
week that that was part of
an elaborate lie fed to the
public by President Barack
Obama in order to score
political points,

Hersh claims in the
article that Pakistan's Inter-
Services Intelligence (ISI)
agency was in fact keeping
bin Laden a prisoner as
“leverage against al-Qaeda
and the Taliban”, and was
persuaded to assist in the
American operation as long
as he was killed and their
participation kept a secret.

The allegations largely
come from a single source,
identified by Hersh only as
“a retired senior US intelli-
gence official”, who said the
CIA was first told bin
Laden's location by a senior
Pakistani spy seeking a slice
of a $25 million reward.

Now, prominent
Pakistani journalist and
investigations editor for The
News International, Amir
Mir named the spy as retired
Brigadier Usman Khlalid,
who also reportedly per-
suaded Dr Shakil Afridi to
pose as a polio campaigner
and attain DNA proof that
bin Laden was in the
Abbottabad compound
where he was killed.

According to Hersh, the
informant claimed to be
Khalid and his family “were
smuggled out of Pakistan
and relocated in the
Washington area... he is now
a consultant for the CIA”.

Manila factory
fire toll hits 72

Seventy-two people died
when a fire tore through a
footwear factory in the
Philippine capital, author-
ities said yesterday, as
survivors blamed barred
windows for the disaster
and described sweatshop
conditions.

Nearly all of those killed
in Wednesday's five-hour
blaze were trapped on the
second floor of the two-
storey building, unable to
break steel bars over the
windows, according to
survivors and Interior
Secretary Mar Roxas.

Roxas promised justice
for the victims as he
expressed anger at the lack
of fire exits and the cause
of the blaze -- welding that
was being carried out near
flammable chemicals.

Japan cabinet approves
military expansion rules

Japan's cabinet yesterday approved a set of
bills bolstering the role and scope of the
military, as the pacifist country redefines its
position in the increasingly roiled Asia-
Pacificregion.

The bills are a pet project of nationalist
Prime Minister Shinzo Abe, who says Japan
can no longer shy away from its
responsibility to help safe- [
guard regional stability, and @
must step out from under the §
shade of the security umbrella
provided by the United States.

The draft legislation,
which will go before law-
makers in the coming |
months, formalises a deci-
sion made by the cabinet last
year to broaden the remit of
Japan's well-equipped and
well-trained armed forces.

It would allow them to go
into battle to protect allies --
so-called "collective defence”
-- something currently
banned by a strict reading of
Japan's pacifist constitution.

"We live in an era when no country can
any longer protect itself alone," Abe told a
televised press conference,

"In the past two years, Japanese nationals
have fallen victim to terrorism in Algeria,
Syria and Tunisia; Japan is within range of
hundreds of North Korea's ballistic missiles
and the number of (fighter jet) scrambles
has risen seven-fold in a decade.

"This is the reality. We should not try to
ignore it."

Washington -- which imposed the never-
altered constitution on a defeated Japan

during its post-World War II occupation --
has long called for Tokyo to take on a more
active role in their mutual security pact.

But the Japanese public is suspicious of
anything that seems to lessen the commit-
ment to pacificism, and insists its armed
forces should only ever be used in a nar-
rowly-defined defence of Japan.

Critics of the security moves say eroding

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this principle could see Tokyo pulled into
American military adventures in the Middle
East, a claim Abe rejected.

"The conventional principle that (the
military) shall not be deployed overseas will
stay. They will not take part in conflicts like
the Gulf War or Iraq War in the future,  want
to make that clear,” he said.

He said the last 70 years had proved that
Japan was committed to peace and the
country should be confident in its ability to
stick to that path, without fearing these legal
changes would drag it into conflict.
