The area in Uttara where a
Garo woman was dropped
off after she was gang-raped
in a running microbus on
Thursday night was sup-
posed to be covered by four
CCTV cameras installed by
Dhaka Metropolitan Police.

Police, however, said they
have found nothing from
the cameras in support of
their investigation into the
incident.

“No footage could be
collected from those cam-
eras,” said Khandker Lutful
Kabir, deputy commissioner
(Gulshan division) of DMP.

The cameras that face
four separate directions
have been placed in the
middle of the Jasimuddin
intersection. They each
cover 100 metres area and

Muggers shot a private firm official and snatched Tk 33.27
lakh in the capital's Moghbazar area yesterday afternoon.

Selim Akhtar, 30, an accountant of Aquamarine
Distribution Ltd, was going to the Moghbazar branch of a
bank to deposit the money along with his colleague, Pintu
Ranjan Das, when they were attacked.

Talking to The Daily Star, Pintu said Selim and he, each
carrying the money in their backpacks, were walking to the
bank, roughly 100 metres from their office, around 1:00pm.

As they got close to the bank, a gang of four muggers
intercepted them.

"When I saw a couple of men grabbing Selim's waist, I
started to run but the backpack which I was holding slipped
from my hands and fell on the ground.

"As I bentdown to pick the backpack, the muggers shot at
me but they missed," said Pintu.

The criminals then took Pintu's backpack.

Selim was still engaged in a scuffle with two of the muggers.

"Within moments, they shot Selim on his left thigh and
took his backpack as well," Pintu went on.

By then, people had started gathering at the scene.,
