Shreya Ghoshal received the warmest of wel-
comes from her Bangladeshi fans, as she per-
formed live in Dhaka after five long years on
Friday. Bay Entertainment arranged the con-
cert, Shreya Ghoshal Live in Dhaka, at
Naboratri Hall of Bashundhara International
Convention City.

Expectations were high, much like the
prices of tickets. And when Shreya came on
the stage -- welcoming the audience with an
enthusiastic “Kemon Acho Dhaka?”, cheers
burst out from all corners of the audience.
