Jamuna erosion makes 150
families homeless

Erosion by the River Jamuna
rendered at least 150 fami-
lies of 10 villages homeless
and devoured over 50 home-
steads and croplands in
Fulchhari upazila of the
district in the last five days.
The erosion-hit people
have taken shelter on roads

and flood control embank-
ment.

The affected villages are
Singria, Ratanpur, Uttar
Uriya, Tinthopa, Kalasona,
Kawyabadha,
Nishchintapur, Saterkandi,
Jorabari and Rasulpur.

The willagers expressed
deep concern over the sud-
den onslaught by the river.

They demanded that the
authorities concerned take
immediate measures to
check erosion.

Despite repeated pleas,
no remarkable initiative to
stop erosion has been taken
yet by the Water
Development Board
(WDB), they alleged.

“My homestead on four
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decimals of land has gone
into the river,” said Sombhu
Nath Karmaker of
Kamarpara village in the
upazila.

The river engulfed
around 50 homesteads
and 100 bighas of
cropland during the
period, said Manotosh
Roy, chairman of Gajaria
Union Parishad.

Contacted, Abdul Awal
Mia, executive engineer of
WDB, Gaibandha, said the
renovation work of Singria
flood control dyke is under-
way to prevent erosion by
the river.

ATTACK ON HASINA'S MOTORCADE IN 2002

50 Satkhira BNP men
indicted

A court here on Monday
framed charges against 50
BNP men, including a
former lawmaker, in con-
nection with the attack on
the motorcade of the then
opposition leader Sheikh
Hasina in Kolaroa upazila
in 2002,

Satkhira Chief Judicial
Magistrate Nitai Chandra
Saha framed charges against
the 50 and fixed June 28 for
beginning of the trial.

Sheikh Shafiqur
Rahman, inspector (Investi-
gation) of Kolaroa Police
Station, submitted the
charge sheet to the Senior
Judicial Magistrate's Court
against 50 leaders and activ-
ists of BNP, including for-
mer local lawmaker
Habibul Islam Habib and
municipality mayor Aktarul

Islam, on May 4.

“The convoy of Sheikh
Hasina, the then opposition
leader, came under attack
allegedly by some unruly
BNP men at the order of the
then lawmaker Habibul
Islam Habib in Kolaroa
upazila while she was visit-
ing the district on August 30
in 2002, said freedom
fighter and local Awami
League leader Md Moslem
Uddin, complainant of the
case.

“The attackers fired gun-
shots to kill Hasina but she
survived the assassination
attempt while others
accompanying her sus-
tained injuries. Several
journalists were also
assaulted during the inci-
dent,” he said.

Failing to lodge a case
with the local police station,
Moslem Uddin filed a case

with Satkhira magistrate's
court against 27 BNP men in
connection with the gun
attack. The court then
ordered local police to
investigate the case and
submita reportin 2002.

Local police submitted a
final report to the court on
December 25, 2003.
However, the court settled
the case after a hearing in
April the following year.

In 2014, the High Court
(HC) ordered the Satkhira
Chief Judicial Magistrate's
Court to restart the case,
after the plaintiff filed a
petition with the HC seek-
ing re-investigation into the
incident.

On October 15 in 2014,
the chief judicial magistrate
of Satkhira ordered the
officer in-charge of Kolaroa
Police Station to record the
case as aregular one,

BCL oftice torched in Joypurhat

Jamaat-Shibir, BNP men blamed for arson attack

A union level BCL office in
Joypurhat Sadar upazila was
vandalised and torched alleg-
edly by Jamaat-Shibir and
BNP men on Monday night.
At least five activists of
the ruling-party-backed
student body were injured
during the attack.

Sumon Saha, general secre-
tary of Joypurhat district BCL,
claimed that local Jamaat-
Shibir and BNP activists carried
out the attack when BCL men
of Mohammadabad union
unit were holding a meeting in
the office

Witnesses said a group of
people, equipped with
wooden sticks and iron rods,
vandalised the office and set
itablaze at around 9:00pm.

Being informed, police
went to the spot and
brought the situation under
control while firefighters
doused the fire. Two BNP
men named Azizar Rahman
and Anwarul Ali were
arrested in connection with
the attack.

Anwar Hossain, officer-
in-charge of Joypuraht Sadar
Police Station, said law
enforcers are looking for the
rest of the attackers.
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
