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This embankment on the Andharmanik River at Nizampur village in Kuakata area of Patuakhali district collapsed
under the pressure of tidal water during the new moon a couple of days ago, inundating five villages in the nearby
area. The tidal surges flooded over a hundred villages and around 50 coastal islands in the district, much to the
sufferings of tens of thousands of people.

Cattle trader
shot by BSF

Indian Border Security Force
(BSF) shot a Bangladeshi
cattle trader on Masudpur
border in Shibganj upazila
of the district on Saturday
night.

Locals foil illegal tree

“Earlier, the trio felled

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Malpractice in tests brings

woe to MMCH patients

Brokers, a section of doctors, hospital staff lure
them to private diagnostic centres

Treatment seekers at
Mymensingh Medical
College Hospital (MMCH)
are often exploited as a
large number of brokers
are engaged in trapping
them into getting patho-
logical and X-ray tests
done at specific private
clinics and diagnostic
centres.

The brokers, numbering
over 200, roam around the
hospital, especially at the
emergency ward gate, out-
door, and the corridors of
radiology and imaging, and
pathology departments,
said sources.

When patients need
pathological or X-ray tests,
the brokers come forward
and say names of specific
clinics and private hospitals
to do 'perfect tests with less
cost'.

The brokers, involved
with an organised gang
comprising a section of
hospital doctors, techni-
cians and staff, harass
patients and their atten-
dants if they repeatedly
decline brokers' proposal,
alleged the stakeholders and
hospital insiders.

A section of technicians
of the departments con-
cerned allow the brokers to
stay inside the departments'
corridors during work hours
for 'commission facilities',
they said.

Sometimes technicians

concerned discourage the
patients' attendants to con-
duct tests at the hospital,
saying about poor condi-
tion of hospital machines or
delay in conducting the tests
there, said several atten-
dants.

A section of doctors also
mention names of specific
diagnostic centres for tests
and reject the reports if the
tests are not done there, they
said.

On an average, the 1000-
bed MMCH has to accom-
modate some 2200 regular
admitted patients, hospital
sources said.

Contacted, Mymensingh
Civil Surgeon Dr AKM
Mustafa Kamal said, brokers
must be driven out from
government hospitals to
pave the way of expected
health services.

I[slam said, "We have
already got direction
from the ministry con-
cerned to start action
against the brokers soon.
We will investigate into
the alleged nexus of hos-
pital staff with the bro-
kers and if it is found,
punitive measures will be
taken."

After their marriage,
Russel and his family mem-
bers often tortured Fatema
for dowry, alleged her father
Abdul Gafur,

fordowry,” he said.
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PABNA GOVT GIRLS' HIGH SCHOOL
Guardians want headmaster

to quit for 'corruption'

A large number of people
including guardians of the
students formed a human
chain and held a rally in
front of Pabna Press Club
yvesterday demanding
removal of the headmaster
of Pabna Government
Girls' High School for his
rampant corruption and
irregularities,

At the programme,
guardians mentioned 21
counts of corruption and
irregularities of headmaster
Md Jayadur Rahman.

Those including embez-
zlement of Tk 55 thousand
through false bill and
voucher on November in
2014, admitting a Class III
student in exchange of
bribe, and embezzlement
of Tk 1.5 lakh received dur-
ing students' form filling up

recently.

"The headmaster is run-
ning a coaching centre in the
school illegally. He has
continued committing
corruption and irregularities
in the government-run
institution for long, much to
the disturbance of its aca-
demic activities,” said Md
Masudur Rahman Mintu,
guardian of a student, in his
written statement at the
programme,

Mintu, also a key organ-
iser of the protest rally,
alleged that the headmaster
sent musclemen to prevent
the parents of students
from protesting his mal-
practices.

A few teachers of the
school harassed girl stu-
dents but the headmaster
did not take any action as he
himself is corrupt, said
speakers at the rally.

Among others, Shahid
Hasan Baby, Jakir Hossain,
journalist Abdul Matin
Khan spoke on the occa-
sion.

They demanded removal
of the 'corrupt' headmaster.

This correspondent yes-
terday made several phone
calls but the headmaster,
who has continued declin-
ing to talk to journalists
during the last several days,
did not receive the calls.

Earlier, the school
authorities held half yearly
examinations with the same
question papers that were
used at the model tests of
private coaching at the
school.

When the journalists
went to the school to
enquire into the matter on
June 15, the headmaster
and his men abused the
newsmen.
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
