DISTRIBUTING FEMALE DOMESTIC HELP VISAS

KSA claims Bangladesh's
delay deliberate

Expatriates' welfare secretary refutes allegation that
they are awaiting visas for male workers, says it's
for correcting disparities between agreed recruitment
conditions and that set by Saudi agency

Saudi Arabia's recruitment authorities
have reportedly blamed Bangladesh's
expatriates' welfare and overseas employ-
ment ministry of “deliberately” delaying
processing of over 3,000 visas issued for
female domestic helps by the Middle
Eastern country's embassy in Dhaka.

A Saudi Gazette report yesterday cited
that as per the recruitment authorities, the
Bangladesh government was waiting for
Saudis to start issuing visas for male workers
before activating the agreement the two
countries signed last February for 12 types of
workers.

Denying this, Secretary Khandker Md
Iftekhar Haider told The Daily Star that
the processing was going on in full
swing.

He said some disparities had been found
between the recruitment conditions stated
in the February agreement and that set by

the Saudi recruiting company. “So, we asked
them to correct those which took some
more time,” he said.

The processing restarted following the
amendments. “We hope we will be able to
send our female migrants to Saudi Arabia
very soon,” he mentioned.

Replying to a query, the secretary said
the low turnout of interested female
jobseekers might be for some issues
regarding the salary, working conditions,
inadequate media campaign and propa-
ganda.

He suspects Bangladeshi recruiting agen-
cies spreading the wrong message among
the females, for the recruitment process
gives the agencies no scope to exploit the
jobseekers.

The Saudi government wants to hire at
least 30,000 female domestic helps. But
the ministry found only around 3,500
females in the last four months through a
countrywide online registration system.

He criticised the government in the
presence of Sheikh Hasina yesterday.

While slamming the administra-
tion for its failure to ensure women's
safety, Ershad used some unparlia-
mentary words referring to the posts
of the prime minister, speaker, dep-
uty leader of the House, and leader
of the opposition, all held by
women,

It angered female MPs but
Ershad's wife Raushan Ershad, also
leader of the opposition, apologised
to them later, and the words were
expunged.

Condemning “looting" of banks,
Ershad noted that classified loans in
state-run banks amounted to around
Tk 10,000 crore. "This money is ours,
the taxpayers'."

He lambasted Finance Minister
AMA Muhith for allocating an addi-

tional Tk 5,000 crore to state-run
banks, from which money was looted
in the name of loans.

"Looters looted our money from
banks. And the government is giving
money to those banks to make up for
their capital shortage.... What type of
justice is this?”

Pointing to money laundering and
deposits in Swiss banks, Ershad said
constitutionally Bangladeshis could
not open accounts with any foreign
bank.

“Then how this money went out of
the country... this was done through
the hundi. Can't we find those people?
Can't we bring the money back? Can't
we put them in the dock? We surely
can.”

Taking the floor after her hus-
band, Raushan Ershad stressed the
need for strengthening the Board of
Investment and improving infra-

structure to attract foreign invest-
ment.

She said the banking sector was now
in a very sorry state, "Politicians are
recruited to the boards of directors of
banks in many cases, and they help
provide loans and waive the interest on
political considerations."

She suggested that the government
increase the age limit for recruitment
to public services to 35 years from
existing 30 considering session jams at
educational institutions.

She also urged the PM to seriously
assess environmental risks before
implementing the coal-based Rampal
power plant and Rooppur nuke power
plant.

Raushan demanded that the govern-
ment omit the word "Birangana®,
which refers to the women tortured
during the Liberation War, and call
them "freedom fighters" instead.
