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RANA P1LAZA COLLAPSE

Court accepts
charges against
owner, 17 others

A Dhaka court yesterday took cognisance of the charge
against Rana Plaza owner Sohel Rana, his father Abdul
Khaleque and 16 others in one of the two cases filed over
the collapse of the nine-storey building that left 1,136
people dead.

The court issued a warrant for arrest of Rana's mother
Marzina Begum and five others as they have been
absconding since the case was filed on April 24, 2013.
Sohel Rana is in jail while his father is out on bail.

They were charged with violation of building codes
when constructing the building that housed several gar-
ment factories.

The court also asked Savar police to submit the report
on execution of the order by August 18.

The court fixed the same date to decide whether it
would accept charges against Rana and 40 others in
another case filed over the killings. The court also asked
the labour and housing and public works ministries for
permission, by August 18, to include four government
officials in the charge sheet in the kiling case.

Another Dhaka court yesterday fixed August 13 for
hearing on charge framing against 13 people, including
Tazreen Fashions Ltd chairman and its managing direc-
tor, in a case filed over the devastating fire that killed 112
workers and injured many others in November 2012,

in vessels, names of all passengers be enlisted before their
boarding, travelling on roofs and boarding vessels from
small boats in the mid river be stopped, and access to
round the clock weather forecast and surveillance of law
enforcers be available.

The country's waterways are still in a shabby condition
due to poor maintenance and negligence of the authori-
ties, the speakers alleged at a press conference at Jatiya
Press Club.

The International Crimes Tribunal-2 yester-
day sent to jail a man suspected to have been
involved in war crimes in Kishoreganj.

The suspect, Moslem Prodhan, 66, was
arrested at his house in Kamarhati village in
Nikli upazila of Kishoreganj on Tuesday,
hours after the tribunal issued arrest war-
rants against him and another "Kishoreganj
Razakar" following a prosecution petition.

The other suspect is Mohammad
Hossain, 64, alleged commander of Nikli
upazila Razakar Bahini and younger brother

who was tried in absentia.

The three-member tribunal also directed
the prosecution to submit a progress report
on the investigation into the war crimes alle-
gations against the suspects on August 10,

Meanwhile, the tribunal granted a peti-
tion of the prosecution filed to allow an
investigation officer of a war crimes case to
interrogate six accused ata "safe home".

The six accused are: Salamat Ullah Khan,
Rashid Mia, Nurul Islam, Osman Gani,
Zinnat Ali and Badsha Miah. They were

Shamsur Rahman Shimul Biswas, Habibunnabi Khan
Sohel, and Maruf Kamal Khan are also facing the arrest war-
rants. Ruhul Kabir Rizvi and Syeda Asifa Ashrafi Papia are in
jail while two other accused Mossaraf Hossain and Nasir
Hossain are on bail.

Fake driving
licence maker
held in capital

fake driving licence maker
and his associate with 30
forged licences, a card printer,
alaminatorand a computerin
the capital’'s Khilgaon.

The arrested are Masum
Parvez and his associate Al
Mamun.

Masum, who had been
an assistant at a Nilkhet
digital printing shop for
several years, used to take
orders from a middlemen's
network and received
between Tk 1,000 and Tk
4,000 for each such licence.

Masum admitted that he
sold over 1,000 fake licences
in the last one year, but
detectives suspect the figure
is more than that.

He produced licences
only for light vehicles, par-

ticularly CNG-run auto-
rickshaws, said Shaikh
Nazmul Alam, deputy com-
missioner (north) of Dhaka
Metropolitan Police.

In addition to being the general secretary of Salimullah
Muslim Hall of Dhaka University in 1954-55, he was
appointed acting publication secretary of the Jukta Front on
behalf of the Awami League in 1954,

Mahbub Anam actively took part in the Language
Movement in 1952, He was jailed several times for his role
in the movement as general secretary of Tamaddun Maijlish,
Mymensingh unit; joint secretary of the Rashtrabhasha
Sangram Parishad; and general secretary of Salimullah
Muslim Hall.

In recognition of his contribution to the Language
Movement, he was awarded "Bhasha Andoloner Bir Sainik
Padak" by late president Ziaur Rahman and Matribhasha
Padak (posthumously) by Tamaddun Majlish.

Mahbub Anam authored a number of books on the
cultural and political identity of Bangladesh, including
"Amra Bangladeshi Amra Bangalee" and "Itihasher Shikriti
Bonam Bikriti".

He also served as the president of Nattyamancho
Bangladesh and of Bangladesh Sahitya Sanskriti Kendra and
was actively involved with Bangladesh Film Censor Board
and Bangladesh Public Library Special Committee.

He was the second son of eminent litterateur, journalist
and politician late Abul Mansur Ahmad and elder brother
of Mahfuz Anam, editor and publisher of The Daily Star.
