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Seek permission
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They would be tried “for the crime”,
Asaduzzaman told journalists after a
programme at Paltan in the capital.

On Friday, police headquarters
issued a statement asking people to
seek their help in distributing zakat or
for any "uncontrolled” large gatherings.

The statement made on behalf of
Inspector General of Police (1GP)
AKM Shahidul Haque said the super-
intendents of police of districts or the
officers-in-charge of police stations
should be informed at least a day
ahead of such events.

Meanwhile, the chief of a govern-
ment-formed probe committee yester-
day told our Mymensingh correspon-
dent that the absence of security mea-
sures to tackle the crowd of zakat seek-
ers is believed to be the main reason
behind the death of 27 on Friday.

Additional District Magistrate
Mollica Khatun said she was speaking
on the basis of the committee's initial
findings.

Mollica said the locals were also
blaming the zakat donor,
Mohammad Shamim, who owns
chewing tobacco brand Nurani Jarda,
for the death as he organised the
programme without informing police
or the local administration.

The three-member probe body
formed by police started its investiga-
tion yesterday. However, Additional
Deputy Inspector General of Police
Shafiqul Islam, who heads the body,
declined to comment on their find-
ings.

Saidul Islam, sub-inspector at
Mymensingh police outpost-2, was
suspended for his dereliction of duty
over the tragedy, said Abdur Rashid,
assistant superintendent of police in
Mymensingh, yesterday:.

Atul Chakrabarty Road, where the
incident took place Friday morning,
is under the police outpost's jurisdic-
tion.

Saidul was the outpost's in-charge
but he failed to inform his seniors
about the incident in time, the ASP
said.

Meanwhile, police yesterday pro-
duced Mohammad Shamim, his son
and six staff before the Mymensingh
Cognisance Court-1 and sought a
seven-day remand for each of them.

Judge Ahsan Habib fixed tomor-
row for hearing the remand prayers.
The eight were arrested soon after the
stampede that also injured more than
50 other people.

The members of the victims' families
were mourning the death. They
demanded that the culprits are punished.

Several different socio-cultural and
political organisations formed a
human chain at Shaheed Firoz
Jahangir Square in the town over the
same demand.

They also demanded that the
victims' families are properly com-
pensated.

Third merit list

A total of 1,08,639 new students
whose names did not appear on the
first and second merit lists have been
selected for admission in class XI,
said officials of Dhaka Education
Board, which is coordinating the
admissions.

The board uploaded the list on
www.xiclassadmission.gov.bd. The
students can get admitted to colleges
between today and Tuesday any late
fee.

“The students whose names did
not come in this list can apply on
July 20," said Prof Abu Bakkar
Siddique, chairman of Dhaka
Education Board.

The government this year initi-
ated the online admission for all
colleges, madrasas and technical
institutions centrally for the first
time. It also decided that the
education boards would publish
a list of the students, specifying
the colleges where they are to be
enrolled.

“No name would be taken for register-
ingin the list after the deadline.”
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Far bigger
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options to buy items at lower rates.

Traditionally, sari and lungi are
made at small weaving mills in
Narsingdi, Narayanganj, Pabna,
Tangail and Sirajganj.

As the eid festival is approaching
fast, the two wholesale markets are
now abuzz with hundreds of retailers,
who come from all over the country
to purchase different items. They
together handle more than 50 per-
cent sales of total zakat shopping in
the country.

Sultan Mahmud, proprietor of Lux
Print Sari at Gausia, says traders
particularly from Dhaka's Mirpur
area, Gazipur, Mymensingh,
Sirajganj, Kushtia, and Khulna and
Barisal divisions come to buy the
low-priced items.

Sari is sold at Tk 250 to Tk 450 a
piece at wholesale rates at these two
markets. Traders of the markets say
zakat sales get momentum after 15th
of Ramadan.

With the higher rush of customers
ahead of eid, Mahmud expects to sell
clothing items worth Tk 15 lakh to Tk
20 lakh at his three stores at Gausia,
Baburhat and Karatia in Tangail.

Although the demand for low-cost
clothing items has gone up, prices
have not increased as the price of
their main raw material yarn has
remained stable at factory level, says
Mahmud.

Akter Hossain, a local trader, says
he sells 5,000 pieces of scarfs every
week at Gausia market. He is also
enjoying the eid sale bonanza
because of the rush of customers.

“Every day we sell 4,000 to 5,000
pieces of sari,” says Muktadir Al
Momin, a salesperson at Niha Print
Sari at Baburhat.

Saiful Islam who owns Hafsa Lungi
store in Gausia adds his business
witnessed a dull season due to recent
political turmoil as customers from
across the country could not visit his
store, Moreover, the sale is low again
now due to continuous rainfall.

He says the demand for lungi has
declined significantly due to change
in fashion, especially among the
young people, who prefer trousers
and pants.

Islam now sells 1,200 to 1,500
pieces of lungi a day and expects a high
turnout of customers ahead of eid.

Mamun Hossain, who came from
Sonargaon to Gausia and bought 10
pieces of sari and lungi each to dis-
tribute among the poor as zakaat,
said prices of these items were com-
paratively high this year.

“During Ramadan last year |
bought sari at Tk 300 per piece. This
year the same sari is Tk 320 per piece.
So, prices are a little higher this year,”
he said.

“Every year | buy sari and lungi for
zakaat from this market due to lower
prices and for availability of these
items,” he observes.

BRTC BUS

Although the state-run Bangladesh
Road Transport Authority (BRTC)
also started selling advance bus tick-
ets on Friday, it drew very little
response.

No ticket-seeker was seen at
BRTC's Motijheel bus depot around
3:00pm yesterday.

Tickets are being sold at Motijheel,
Gulistan, Kalyanpur, Mirpur and
Joarsahara bus stands in Dhaka.

Officials said three to fours days
ahead of Eid, 500 additional buses
will be added to BRTC's existing fleet

of 500 buses, which operate daily on
inter-district routes,

Greece faces judgment day
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Alexis Tsipras's new reform plan aimed
at a third debt rescue package worth
more than 80 billion euros ($89 bil-
lion).

"We will have extremely difficult
negotiations," Schaeuble told report-
ers in Brussels.

“In the last months hope has
been destroyed in an incredible
way, even up to just a few hours ago.
Definitely we cannot trust promises,”
he added.

Minister after minister insisted on
the need to rebuild trust with Athens
after six months of torturous debt deal
negotiations and a sudden referendum
in which Greeks overwhelmingly
rejected creditors' bailout terms, writes
AFP.

"We are not there yet. There is a
major issue of trust -- can the Greek
government be trusted to do what
they are promising in coming weeks,
months and years?" asked
Eurogroup chief Jeroen
Dijsselbloem.

Irish finance minister Michael
Noonan said it "would build trust” if
the Greeks legislate as soon as next
week on some of the reform plans,
especially after Tsipras's majority was
"eroded” by the parliament vote,
reports The Independent.

Jeroen Dijsselbloem, the
Eurogroup president and Dutch
finance minister, said: "We are still far
away. It looks quite complicated. On
both content and the more compli-
cated question of trust, even if it's all
good on paper the question is whether
it will get oft the ground and will it
happen.

"So I think we are facing a difficult
negotiation."

'ARMAGEDDON"

Tsipras won the backing of 251 out of
300 deputies for his reform plans,
even though they are similar to the
ones that Greeks rejected in the refer-
endum after he branded them "hu-
miliating".

Greece's creditors fear it will not
keep its promises after two previous
bailouts worth 240 billion euros
merely heaped fresh debt on a moun-
tain worth nearly 180 percent of the
country's GDP,

Despite roundly voting 'No' last
Sunday to accepting tough austerity
terms for a bailout that expired June
30, Greeks are alarmed at capital con-
trols that have closed banks and
rationed cash at ATMs for nearly two
weeks.

Queuing vyesterday at a cash
machine in Athens, Vassilis
Papoutsoglou, 52, said: "We still don't
know what will happen tomorrow.
Can we expect something better, or is it
Armageddon?”

"When I go to the supermarket they
don't have many foods, even milk for
the baby, the pharmacies don't have
any more (medicine)," added
Marilena Mouzaki, 35, who was walk-
ing with her 11-month-old son.

The Greek government hoped the
vote would give it an emphatic man-
date to continue the talks with the
creditors.

But it also revealed the depth of
opposition to fresh austerity.

Three senior government figures
were among 10 deputies who
abstained or voted against and several
others from the ruling leftist Syriza
party stayed away, prompting com-
mentators to predict a government
shake-up.

Tsipras told parliament it was a
"national duty to keep our people
alive... we will succeed not only in
staying in Europe but in living as equal
peers with dignity and pride.”

The deal was "marginally better"

than proposals put forward by the
creditors last month that did not ease
Greece’s 320 billion euro mountain of
debt, Tsipras said.

50-50 CHANCE

In Brussels there were some more
hopetul voices.

IMF chief Christine Lagarde -- who
has echoed calls by Athens and the
United States for part of Greece's debt
to be eliminated -- was more positive,
saying she hoped for "a lot of prog-
ress”,

Greece became the first developed
economy to default on a huge payment
to the International Monetary Fund on
June 30.

EU economic affairs commissioner
Pierre Moscovici said that "rapidly”
putting reforms in action was "key to
getting a programme, to be able to
tackle the debt.”

EU sources who asked not to be
named put the probability of a deal at
no more than 50-50.

If eventually approved, Greece
could receive between 74 billion and
82 billion euros from its EU-IMF
creditors, including 16 billion euros
from the IMF that is part of an old
programme due to expire next
March, sources close to the negotia-
tions said,

EU President Donald Tusk has
said the 28-nation European sum-
mit he will host in Brussels on
Sunday is a "last chance" for Greece
to seal a deal and avoid a disastrous
"Grexit".

And even if the leaders agree a deal,
at least eight parliaments will have to
weigh in, with Germany's Bundestag
having to vote twice,

He also wants to see his main
batsman Mushfiqur Rahim get his
rhythm back and convert his starts
into big innings.

In the last few games Mushfiqur got
the starts. He scored 14, 31, 24, 17, 19
and 24 but had failed to convert those
into a big knock and as a result
Bangladesh batting also suffered. In
the last game if he had carried on
along with a feisty Shakib Al Hasan
instead of playing his favourite slog-
sweep, it could have allowed
Bangladesh to post a good total
despite a poor start.

"I don't know what the exact reason
behind the failure of the batsmen to
convert the start is but I am confident
that they will come back strongly in
the second match. No doubt
Mushfiqur is our key batsman and he
holds the innings in the middle, so it
is very important that he plays a big
knock and [ am sure he will do it. I'm
happy with our bowling so far, what
we need is a calculated batting," said
Mashrafe.

Tunisia recovers
27 migrant bodies
from Med in week

The bodies of 27 migrants of sub-
Saharan origin have been recovered
off the coast of Tunisia in the past
week, a spokesman for the country’'s
civil protection agency told AFP on
Friday.

"Since July 3, 27 bodies have been
recovered, most of them off Ben
Guerdane”, a port in the south of the
country, Mongi El Kadhi said.

Earlier, an official at Ben
Guerdane port, Fathi Abab, had said
16 bodies that had washed ashore
were thought to be of people who
had drowned trying to reach Europe.

On June 10 off the same port,
Tunisia's navy rescued 356 migrants,
mainly Africans but also including
Syrians and Pakistanis who had left
Libya on a makeshift vessel on their
way to Europe.

On Sunday, 17 Tunisian migrants
were picked up from an inflatable
boat off the northern town of El
Haouria, the defence ministry said.
