Newborn stolen
from CMCH
still traceless

Over 24 hours have gone since a newborn baby was stolen from
the gynaecology ward of Chittagong Medical College Hospital,
but the authorities arestill clueless.

A probe committee led by Dr Rokeya Begum of the
gynaecology department was formed yesterday to investi-
gate the incident.

The 14-day old baby boy was stolen when his mother and
grandmother left him alone on the hospital bed forabout two
minutes while they went in search of his three-year-old
brother Wednesday afternoon, said family members.

Father of the child, Shafiul Alam, driver of a CNG-run
auto-rickshaw, said he was sleeping in the veranda when the
incident occurred around 1:30pm.

"limmediately informed the police camp," he said.

Shafiul said the ward was not covered by CCTV camera.

Contacted, Nayek Jahnagir Alam said they searched the
entire hospital and nearby areas for two to three hours but
found no trace of the baby.

Prot Dr Shahanara Chowdhury, head of the gynaecology
department, said as far as she knows this was the first inci-
dent of baby theft at the hospital.

"I do not understand why the mother and the grand-
mother left in search for the boy at the same time, " she said.

CMCH Director Brig Gen Khondakar Shahidul Ghani
said there are CCTV cameras at the hospital, but those do
not cover the entire institution.

Man dies after falling
from roof of bus

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A person was killed and two others were injured as they fell
from the roof of a bus on Khulna-Paikgachha road in Tala
upazila in Satkhira on Wednesday night.
