Enumerators appointed by
the Election Commission
yesterday started going door-
to-door in 189 upazilas to
collect data of citizens to
update the electoral roll.

Chief Election
Commissioner (CEC) Kazi
Rakibuddin Ahmad inau-
gurated the event at a
programme at Shilpakala
Academy in Narsingdi.

For the first time ever, the
commission has decided to
collect data of citizens aged
15 and above, although
only those who are 18 and
above will be included in
the electoral roll.

Data of citizens below 18
would be collected in
advance to process their
personal information, which
would be used to prepare
national identity (NID)
cards, said EC officials.

At the inauguration
function, the CEC directed
the enumerators to be
careful when collecting
data, reports our Narsingdi
correspondent.

Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation,” Khaled said,
adding that according to the Libyan law and international norms,
Sallabiwas no more charge d'affaires of Libya in Bangladesh.

Khaled also said he submitted his credentials to
Bangladesh's foreign ministry on July 7 but the ministry did
not respond yet.

“Actually Mr Sallabi was removed as he destroyed enough
image of our government by involving himself with the
unscrupulous and bad circle for his personal benefit and benefit
ofsomelocal staffs as well,” Khaled said in a written statement.

He said he could not enter the embassy as it was occupied
by Sallabi and his loyalists. He added that on the night of
July 15, Sallabi entered the embassy premises toppling the
boundary wall with around 50 hired Bangladeshi miscre-
ants and assaulted officials and staff of the embassy which
he said was a criminal offence and very disgraceful for a
diplomat. He hoped that according to the Vienna conven-
tion on diplomatic relations and international laws, Sallabi
would be sent back to Libya in the due course of time, and a
peaceful environment would be restored in the embassy.

2013, she said.

Their demonstrations lasted for one year
and three months and there was no environ-
ment to hold the BCL council, she added.

The prime minister urged the councillors
to choose educated and meritorious
students as leaders to help the country make
progress.

“Leadership with lack of education
does not have farsightedness, aim and
vision. So Chhatra League has to remem-
ber that study should always come first.
You have to elect those who are meritori-
ous, regular students and attentive in
study,” she said.

The voting will take place at the capital's
Suhrawardy Udyan today. The new leaders
would be elected for two years till the next
council.

Referring to BNP Chairperson Khaleda
Zia, the PM said uneducated and aimless
leadership could give nothing to the coun-
try rather than creating anarchy and misrule,
resorting to bombing, terrorism and
militancy, and corruption.

Hasina asked the BCL men to grow up
with the ideal of education, peace and
prosperity which is BCL's slogan.

The PM said student politics would have
to be based on ideals.

Terming BCL as the oldest traditional
organisation of this subcontinent, she
cautioned that the image of this organi-
sation should not be tarnished in any
way.

She said BCL and other AL associated

bodies’ activists and leaders played a role to
protect the lives and properties of the
people along side the law enforcers during
BNP-Jamaat's movements from January to
March this year.

Highlighting different successes of
her present government, Hasina said
due to the far-sighted foreign policy

AL men advocate
for extortionists

A group of ruling Awami League activists, including
Councillor of Ward 39 Moinul Haq of Dhaka South City
Corporation (DSCC), yesterday claimed that their fellows
were “unjustifiably” arrested and punished on “false”
charges of extortion before Eid-ul-Fitr.

They said that a Rapid Action Battalion (Rab)-backed
mobile court, during a raid, at Rajdhani Super Market jailed
"10 people who are businessmen with clean records.”

They made the claims at a press conference in the
councillor's office.

However, a number of shop owners, on condition of
anonymity, told The Daily Star that the people arrested and
jailed were indeed extortionists.

“The extortionists became really desperate before the Eid
and we sighed in relief when the gang was arrested and
jailed,” said a shop owner who submitted a written
complaint to Rab-10 seeking its intervention before the Eid.

Rab officials on July 9 detained 10 men at the market and
the mobile court sentenced them to different terms in jail
ranging from one to three months.

Jahangir Hossain Matubbar, commanding officer of Rab-10,
said they received allegations of extortion at the market in
Tikatuli from some shop owners at the beginning of Ramadan.

They had been monitoring the situation deploying
undercover Rab personnel, he added.

Assistant Superintendent of Police Md Golam Ambia
Mahmud, who commanded the raid, said the criminals
were caught in the act of extorting and vandalising at the
market.

Ershad dreams of
majority in next JS

Jatiya Party Chairman HM Ershad yesterday asked his party activ-
ists to strengthen their activities so that it could win at least 151
seats in the next parliamentary elections to form the govern-
ment.

"We hope to see JP in power again,” he told a views
exchange meeting in his Banani office, which was organised
by party leaders of Gazipur's Kaliganj upazila.

“BNP chief Khaleda Zia has been facing trial. She will
have to go to jail. At this moment her party has no organisa-
tional strength,” he said. He vowed to hold party councils at
the grassroots level within six months.

Over the country's law and order situation, the JP boss
said none even children and women could not escape from
harassment.

He claimed |P was the only alternative to saving the coun-
try from corruption, terrorism and misrule.

Ershad, also a special envoy to Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina, said his party had had a lot of troubles and the party
which was responsible for this was now facing the same
consequences.

Echoing Ershad, JP Secretary General Ziauddin Ahmed
Bablu said the country's people became fed up with the two
major parties and they wanted to get rid of this situation
immediately.
