Britain is 'no refugee safe haven'

Prime Minister David Cameron warns over Calais migrant crisis

Britain will not become a "safe haven"
for migrants in Calais, David Cameron
has warned, after hundreds continued
their attempts to reach the UK.

The prime minister warned illegal
immigrants would be removed from
the UK, as migrants told the BBC they
remained determined to reach
Britain.

Cameron was speaking after peo-
ple gathered for a third night at fenc-
ing at the Channel Tunnel freight
terminal.

Over 3,500 attempts have been made
this week to get into the tunnel terminal.

Several hundred migrants were
escorted away from the terminal by
French police on Wednesday night -

the third night of large-scale attempts
to storm the terminal.

The fresh attempts came despite the
death of a man, believed to be a Sudanese
national and aged between 25 and 30,
who was crushed by a lorry on Tuesday.

Nine people have been Kkilled
attempting to cross the Channel in the
past month.

Speaking in Vietnam during his
tour of South East Asia, Cameron said
the French had sent an extra 120 police
to Calais and the UK was investing in
fencing and security.

"Everything that can be done will be
done to make sure our borders are
secure and make sure that British
holidaymakers are able to go on their
holidays," he said.

The prime minister said the situation

was "very testing" because there was a
"swarm of people coming across the
Mediterranean, seeking a better life".

He warned illegal immigrants
would be removed from the UK "so
people know it's not a safe haven",

The Refugee Council attacked
Cameron's use of the word "swarm" as
"irresponsible, dehumanising lan-
guage”,

The last official estimates suggest
there are about 3,000 migrants in the
port town in northern France.

It is not known how many migrants
have reached Britain in recent months
via the tunnel although MP Keith Vaz
said police had told him 148 were held
in Folkestone on Tuesday after about
2,000 migrants breached security in
Calais.

Turkey forces,
PKK clashes
kill five

Five people died yesterday
in new attacks on the
Turkish security forces
blamed on Kurdish mili-
tants, as Ankara stepped up
its controversial campaign
against the separatist rebels.

A new wave of violence
included the killing of
three Turkish troops that
the army said was carried
out by Kurdistan Workers'
Party (PKK) militants, the
deadliest such attack on the
security forces since the
crisis began last week.

Ankara says it is fighting a
two-pronged "war on terror”
against Islamic State (ISIS)
jihadists in Syria and the PKK
in northern Iraq, after a spate
of attacks in the country:.

But after initially targeting
the ISIS group, the campaign
has become increasingly
focused on the PKK, with the
Turkish air force bombing
dozens of targets in an
almost week-long campaign.

In apparent response,
there has been a new wave of
attacks on security forces in
southeastern Turkey blamed
on the PKK with at least 11
police and army members
killed since last week.

Three Turkish troops,
including an officer, were
killed when PKK militants
opened fire on their convoy
in the southeastern province
of Sirnak, the army said.

Meanwhile, a Turkish
policeman and a civilian
were killed by a gun attack
late Wednesday in the
Cinar district of the
mainly-Kurdish Diyarbakir
region blamed on the PKK.

Israel approves force
feeding of prisoners

The Israeli parliament yesterday approved a law allowing
prisoners on hunger strike facing death to be force fed, a
spokesman said, sparking criticism from rights groups and
medical experts.

The law, which seeks to prevent imprisoned Palestinian
militants from pressuring Israel by refusing food, was initially
approved in June 2014 at the height of a mass hunger strike of
Palestinian prisoners, during which dozens were hospitalised.

While the law does not specifically mention Palestinians,
Internal Security Minister Gilad Erdan, who led the legisla-
tion, said it was necessary since "hunger strikes of terrorists
in prisons have become a means to threaten Israel."

The law, which passed by 46 votes to 40, "will be used
only if a doctor determines that the continued hunger strike
will create an immediate risk to the life of a prisoner or long-
term damage to his health," David Amsalem of the ruling

Likud party said.

But opposition members decried the new measure, with the
Arab Joint List of parties criticising "a law to torture Palestinian
prisoners, aimed at uprooting their legitimate struggle”.

The Israeli Medical Association called the law "damaging
and unnecessary," stressing on Thursday its doctors would
"continue to act according to medical ethics, which prohibit
doctors from participating in torturing prisoners".

[t said force feeding was "tantamount to torture”.

Palestinian prisoner rights group Addameer said the law
was a way to provide "legal cover" to Israel's torture of
prisoners, saying it would allow it "to kill more Palestinian
prisoners on hunger strike" on top of the five who have died
due to force feeding in Israeli prisons in the past.

According to the Association for Civil Rights in Israel, the
majority of prisoners who go on hunger strike are
Palestinians in administrative detention, under which they
held for renewable six-month periods without charge.

MH370 wreckage found?

Malaysia says debris very likely from a Boeing 777

Investigators yesterday scrambled to study
plane wreckage that washed up on a tiny
Indian Ocean island, fuelling hopes that
one of aviation's greatest enigmas could
finally be solved: the mystery of missing

flight MH370.

The two-metre (six-foot) long piece of
wreckage was found on the French island
of La Reunion, offering up bittersweet
hope of closure to the families of 239
people who disappeared in March last year

on the Malaysia Airlines Boeing 777.

Australia, which has led a fruitless 16-
month search for MH370 in the southern
Indian Ocean, said the discovery was an

"important development”.

Malaysian Prime Minister Najib Razak

said the debris, believed to be a part of a
wing, was "very likely to be from a Boeing
777 but we need to verify whether it is from

But as local French air transport police
studied the debris and experts from
Malaysia headed to the scene, authorities
warned against jumping to conclusions.

"Whatever wreckage is found needs to be
further verified before we can further
confirm whether it belongs to MH370,"
Malaysian Transport Minister Liow Tiong
Lai told reporters in New York, saying he
hoped for answers "as soon as possible”.

Flight MH370 was travelling from Kuala
Lumpur to Beijing when it mysteriously
turned off its route and vanished on March 8

last year.

Russia vetoes
UN resolution

Russia vetoed a United
Nations Security Council
resolution Wednesday that
sought to set up a special
tribunal to try those respon-
sible for shooting down
flight MH17 over Ukraine.

Eleven of the 15 mem-
bers of the Security Council
voted in favor of the resolu-
tion, which had been
drafted by Australia,
Belgium, Malaysia, the
Netherlands and Ukraine.

Angola, China and
Venezuela abstained. The
Council session began with a
moment's silence in honor
of the 298 people killed in
the July 17, 2014 disaster.

The resolution was sup-
ported by Britain, France
and the US, which accuse
pro-Russian separatist
rebels of shooting down
the Boeing 777 with a Buk
surface-to-air missile sup-
plied by Russia.

Moscow denies involve-
ment and blames the
Ukrainian military.

Most of the passengers
on the flight from
Amsterdam to Kuala
Lumpur were Dutch. The
flight was downed over
rebel-held east Ukraine
during heavy fighting
between Kiev's armed forces

The United States yester-
day began delivery of eight
F-16 fighter jets to Egypt,
according to its embassy
in Cairo, the first since
Washington fully lifted in
March a freeze on arms
delivery.

The operation comes as
Secretary of State John
Kerry's prepares to visit
Cairo for a "strategic dia-
logue" Sunday amid a
warming in ties that were
strained after the army
ousted president Mohamed
Morsi in 2013.

Following the overthrow
of Morsi, Egypt's first freely
elected leader, Washington
froze $1.3 billion (1.2
billion euros) in annual
military aid to Egypt.

It fully resumed assis-
tance in March, and Cairo
took delivery of two US fast
missile boats last month.
Washington had already
delivered 10 Apache heli-
copters in December.
