Earlier in the day, Rajib was
produced before the court.

Rajib and five of his associ-
ates were sent to jail on July 20
after they were arrested in
Patuakhali on the charge of
possessing Yaba tablets.

He was earlier remanded
for eight days in four other
arson cases.

Meanwhile, another
Dhaka court yesterday
rejected bails of BNP leader
Amanullah Aman in 44 arson
cases filed with different

police stations in the capital.

WAR CRIME TRIALS
Two Netrakona

suspects held

Riaz Uddin Fakir of
Mymensingh sent to jail

Police yesterday arrested two war crimes suspects hours after
the International Crimes Tribunal-1 issued arrest orders for
seven men of Netrakona's Purbadhala upazila, who alleg-
edly committed crimes against humanity during the coun-

try's Liberation Warin 1971.

Ahmmad Ali, 72, of Sunaikanda village, and Abdur
Rahman, 72, of Karha (Ganakpara), of the upazila
were arrested around 4:30pm, Abdur Rahman, officer-
in-charge of Purbadhala Police Station, told The Daily

Star.

Prosecutor Sabina Yasmin Munni said an investigation
which opened against the seven in February last year had
already found evidence of their “involvement” in crimes

including murders.

“We sought their arrest for effective and proper investiga-

tion,” Munni said.

Shahjahan Kabir, the investigation officer of the case,
said the suspects were involved with anti-liberation Muslim
League and Nezam-e-Islami in 1971 and later they joined
the Razakar Bahini, a force of collaborators.

She, however, declined to give names of the other sus-
pects as they might went into hiding once their names are

published in the media.

Meanwhile, the same tribunal sent alleged Al-Badr com-
mander Riaz Uddin Fakir to jail after police produced him

before it yesterday.

Riaz was arrested along with Razakar suspect Hazi Amjad
Ali of Phulbaria upazila of Mymensingh on Tuesday.

But when the two were being taken to Dhaka from
Mymensingh, the prison van met with an accident,
injuring Amjad. He was sent to Dhaka Medical
College Hospital, Prosecutor Hrishikesh Saha told

the tribunal.

The tribunal asked the prison authorities to put him in
jail after completion of his treatment.

On Tuesday, the tribunal ordered the arrest of three
suspects of Mymensingh. Police could not arrest the

third yet.

Politics in Bangladesh
needs reform

TIB chief Iftekharuzzaman tells International Youth Day discussion

Integrity and reform are needed in the
country's politics which has been
intertwined with business, Executive
Director of Transparency International
Bangladesh (TIB) Dr Iftekharuzzaman
said yesterday:.

About 59 percent of the lawmakers
are involved in business, he said.

Iftekharuzzaman said there was no
problem if a businessman entered
politics but the way they did it was not
proper. They use politics to enhance
their wealth; as a result, parliament

cannot become effective, he told a
discussion at the capital's Bangla
Academy,

TIB organised the discussion as part
of its two-day programmes celebrating
International Youth Day with the
theme "awaking consciousness, invin-
cible youth, prevent corruption”.

A few hundred members of YES
(Youth Engagement & Support)
group, a youth platform run by TIB,
joined the day's programmes includ-
ing a fair, speech and quiz competi-
tions, an opinion-sharing meeting,
and corruption-related video and

cartoon shows.

While inaugurating the programme
on Dhaka University campus, Vice
Chancellor AAMS Arefin Siddique
said, "The general people of our coun-
try are not involved in corruption.
Those who have the power to take
decisions often commit corruption. As
the largest power of the state, the youth
have to march forward with confi-
dence and courage to create a corrup-
tion-free nation."

TIB Chairperson Sultana Kamal
urged the youth not to leave this coun-
try at the hands of corrupt people.
