Arrest warrant
against BNP's
Selima Rahman

A Dhaka court yesterday
issued arrest warrants
against BNP Vice Chairman
Selima Rahman and 13
others in an arson case
filed with Khilgaon Police
Station in January.

The court passed the
order after accepting the
charges against 24 accused
including the 14.

It also directed the
Khilgaon Police Station
officer-in-charge to report
by October 12 on execu-
tion of the arrest orders.

According to the prose-
cution, a group of leaders
and activists of the BNP-
led 20-party alliance
brought out a procession
and assaulted police pre-
venting them from dis-
charging their duties,
damaging and torching
vehicles in the city's
Khilgaon in January this
year during their country-
wide hartals and blockade.

CVASU students decry
academic pressure

Students of Chittagong Veterinary and Animal
Sciences LIniversity yesterday boycotted classes
and midterm exams demanding that their
academic pressure for which, according to
them, one of their fellows died on Sunday.

Although doctors of Chittagong Medical
College Hospital mentioned that Shubhashish
Sen Shuvo, a fourth year student of veterinary
medicine, died of cardiac arrest, the students
claimed that it was the academic pressure that
caused the heart attack.

Taposh Kumar Paul, an MS student of
Poultry and Animal Sciences, said, "When
we were taking Shuvo to CMCH, he was
fumbling that he had been suffering from
back pain and wanted to go home but could
notas he had to attend a midterm exam,"

Shuvo suffered the attack during the
lunch break while preparing for the exam in
the dormitory, said students.

Prof Gautam Kumar Debnath, CVASU
proctor, said if Shuvo had informed the
authorities about his illness betore, the author-
ities would certainly allow him to go home and
arrange a make-up test for him later,

Most of the 500 students claimed that
they are becoming mentally and physically
tired due to the 8:00am to 5:00pm class
schedule five days a week and two midterm

exams per course which are held in between
this class schedule.

Besides, they have to prepare a 120-page
practical copy for each course which takes
around two hours from their daily routine and
is "unnecessary”, claimed Taposh, adding that
Bangladesh Agricultural University has sepa-
rate departments for animal husbandry and
veterinary medicine but in CVASLU every stu-
dent has to study both which makes the sylla-
bus even more lengthy and hectic.

About their complaints, Prof Gautam
said this profession requires enough practi-
cal knowledge and the copies can help them
even in their professional life. According to
Bangladesh's perspective, a vet needs to have
knowledge on both the subjects.

Refuting the allegation of conducting
backdated and unnecessary courses, the
proctor said, “We have revised the curriculum
in 2014 according to international standard
while problem based learning along with
student exchange programme with the USA
have also been introduced recently.”

The students demanded that the authori-
ties drop unnecessary courses from the
syllabus and reschedule their class time
from 9:00am to 3:00pm.

Prof Gautam said the demands will be
put forward in the next academic council
meeting tomorrow.

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Satkhira Razakar suspect
shown arrested

The International Crimes Tribunal-2 yester-
day shown alleged Razakar Abdul Khaleq
Mandol arrested in a case filed in connec-
tion with crimes committed in Satkhira
during the Liberation Warin 1971.

The two-member tribunal led by Justice
Md Mozibur Rahman Miah also sent
Khaleq, the ameer of Satkhira Jamaat-e-
Islami, to jail after police produced him
before it.

The tribunal fixed October 8 for passing
the next order.

Khaleq, also former Jamaat lawmaker
from Satkhira, was in Satkhira jail in three

criminal cases and the prosecution on
August 20 filed a petition seeking the tribu-
nal's order to show him arrested in the war
crimes case.

Investigation against Khaleq started on
June 16 this year that had “found evidence”
of his “involvement” in crimes, including
murder and rape, in 1971, the prosecution
and the investigator said.

The prosecution sought to show him
arrested in the war crimes case to keep him
in jail for a fair investigation as he might
have hampered the probe after getting
released from jail in the three criminal cases
