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Girl buried alive in Cox's
Bazar landslide

A teenage girl was killed in a
landslide triggered by tor-
rential downpour in
Jhilanja union under Sadar
upazila of the district yester-
day morning.

The victim, Farzana, 14,
daughter of Abu Taher of
Dakkhin Muhuripara in

Jhilanja union, was a Class
VII student of Ilias Mian
High School.

Abu Taher along with his
family members including
Farzana took shelter at a safe
place fearing landslide
following heavy rain on
Monday night, said Md
Mainuddin, sub-inspector
(SI) of Cox's Bazar Model

Police Station.

"Farzana entered the
house for taking her
schoolbag yesterday morn-
ing when a huge chunk of
mud fell on her, burying her
alive ataround 6:30am.

"Informed, police and
fire-fighters reached the
spot and dug out the body
with the help of locals.

Slapped by teacher, boy gets
ear injuries

Quoting classmates,
Ratul's parents said he was
playing with his classmates at
the school when a playmate
got an ink mark on his shirt
and complained to the head-
master against Ratul for it.

The headmaster, Md

Ashequllah instantly went to the
classroom and slapped Ratul on
his both ears. Sensing that his
right ear started bleeding, the boy
retumed home and his parents
took him to Parbatipur Upazila
Health Complex.

Later he was taken to
Rangpur as there was no ENT
expert at the health complex.

Contacted, Headmaster
Ashequllah admitted the
incident.

lease money.
