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PRIMARY TEXTBOOKS

Trouble with
printers over

The impasse over printing of around 11 crore copies of
primary textbooks seems to be over as the printers yesterday
finally received a notice of award from the National
Curriculum and Textbook Board (NCTB).

At a meeting at the NCTB, the printers who made the
lowest bid took the job award and gave their letter of
acceptance, said NCTB Chairman Prof Narayan Chandra
Pal.

The printers agreed to do the work following assurance
from the government high-ups of relaxing some of the
conditions set by the World Bank, which pays around 10
percent of the cost of printing primary books.

However, the printing is not going to start now as the
printers will have to sign a contract with the board within 28
days after receiving the notice.

"That is why we have requested them to sign the contract
within three to four days as the process [of printing text-
books] has already suffered delays," Prof Narayan Chandra
Pal told The Daily Star.

Last year, the printers received the notice at the end of
July and the printing began in August, like every year. This
year, a portion of secondary textbooks -- four crore out of
total 22 crore copies -- has already been printed.

The printers should not waste time anymore if they want
to ensure that students get the textbooks in time, he added.

A crisis brewed after the World Bank in mid-August told
the winning bidders that they would have to meet a few
conditions as the winning printing firms submitted the bid
