Farabi to be grilled
again by DB

Detectives will once again interrogate Shafiur Rahman
Farabi, the lone arrested accused in free-thinker Avijit Roy
murder case, following a confessional statement of Mannan
Rahi, an accused in Ananta Bijoy killing case.

Rahi told a Sylhet court on September 2 that he commu-
nicated several times with Farabi through e-mails before the
murder of Avijit, said police.

DB Inspector Fazlur Rahman, investigation officer of the
Avijit murder case, yesterday produced Farabi before a
Dhaka court that granted a two-day remand for him.

Bangladesh-born US citizen Avijit was hacked to death
on the Dhaka University campus on February 26 this year
while returning from Ekushey book fair.

On March 2, Farabi was arrested in connection with the
murder and sent to jail after a 10-day remand.

Nd RAJON MURDER

Indictment hearing
to start Sept 22

A Sylhet court yesterday fixed September 22 for starting
charge framing hearing in Rajon killing case.

Detectives submitted a charge sheet to the court on
August 16, accusing 13 people and showing 38 people as
witnesses.

Police showed three of the accused -- Kamrul Islam, Shamim
and Pavel -- as fugitives while 10 others are now in custody.

On July 8, Rajon, 13, was beaten to death allegedly by
Kamrul and several others in Kumargaon Bus Stand area of
Sylhet Sadar upazila as, what the culprits claimed, he
attempted to steal a rickshaw-van. Bangladeshis handed
Kamrul over to Saudi police after he fled to the country.

Abducted boy killed,
2 kidnappers held

Police recovered the decomposed body of a seven-year-old
boy hours after detaining two abductors in the capital's
Kadamtoli yesterday.

The deceased was Arif. The arrestees, Shamrat, 19, and
Yasin, 13, who worked with Arif's father Liton at a workshop
at Kadamtali, during primary interrogation admitted that
they kidnapped Arif from the front of his house in Jurain
area on Tuesday evening and killed him that night in an
under-developed housing project area at Hasnabad.

The discussion on students' expec-
tations from text books was organised
by the Campaign for Popular
Education (CAMPE) at The Daily Star

3 HABIGAN] WAR CRIME SUSPECTS

Order on charge
framing Sept 29

The International Crimes Tribunal yesterday fixed
September 29 to pass order on whether charges will be
framed against two brothers and their cousin over their
alleged involvement in crimes against humanity in
Habiganj during the 1971 Liberation War.

The three-member tribunal led by Justice Anwarul
Haque fixed the date after hearing arguments from the
prosecution and defence.

Four charges were pressed on May 17 against Muhibur
Rahman Boromian, former chairman of Baniachang
upazila’'s Khagaura union parishad, his younger brother
Mujibur Rahman Angur Mian, the incumbent chairman, and
Abdur Razzak.

Yesterday prosecutor Sultan Mahmud Simon told the
tribunal that the three were involved in the killing of
freedom fighter Rajab Ali; rape of two women; arson and
looting of the house of Maj Gen MA Rob, the Liberation
War's deputy commander-in-chief; and the abduction,
confinement and torture of Anfar Ali.

In reply to a question of the tribunal, Simon said there was
no document stating that the suspects were Razakarsin 1971,

Submitting discharge petitions, defence counsel Masud
Rana argued that the prosecution could not specify the role
of the three in those incidents and claimed that they were
victims of political vengeance.

Earlier, Simon welcomed the tribunal's newly appointed
chairman and members Justice Md Shahinur Islam and
Justice Md Shohrowardi. The government on Tuesday made
one of two International Crimes Tribunals dormant, and
reconstituted another with new chairman and members.

“We have been getting cooperation from both the
prosecution and defence. We hope we will get so in the
future,” said Justice Anwarul,

Blogger Ananta Bijoy
Das was hacked to death by
assailants at Subid Bazar in
Sylhet city on May 12 and
Avijit was hacked to death
in front of the Suhrawardy
Udyan in Dhaka on

February 26 this year.
