Emma Watson has a knack
for playing women who
stand up for what they
want, and her role in
upcoming film “Colonia”
will be no different. In the
first trailer for the film,
which Watson shared
Monday on Facebook, the
actress takes on Lena, a
young woman who infil-
trates a cult in order to
reunite with her lover. “1
joined up to find you,” she
whispers to Daniel (Daniel
Briihl) in the clip.

During the Chilean coup
of 1973, the two meet at
street rally in support of
Salvador Allende and
spend a few days together
getting to know each other.
When Augusto Pinochet's
secret police find the cou-
ple, they abduct Daniel and
bring him to the inescap-
able Colonia Dignidad.

“Colonia”, directed by
Florian Gallenberger, pre-
miered at TIFF on Sunday,
but does not yet have a
date for wide release.

An urban treat in rural maneuver

Anukul's exhibition at Shllpangan

Anukul Chandra
Majumdar, a young
creative painter pres-
ents 35 recent paint-
ings at his 11th solo
exposition “An
Urban Treat in
Rural Maneuver”,
that began on
September 12 at the
Shilpangan Gallery.
The painter uses bril-
liant, thought-
provoking and sug-
gestive symbols of
rural lives in urban
contextuality.

He uses charcoal, acrylic bright
colours and mixed media to depict
the hard-laboured daily lives of
urban people in an indirect way.
The busy rickshaw pullers, auto
drivers, street hawkers, bus
passengers, footpath walkers,
narrow lanes of an old town with
ruined buildings -- all are presented
vividly with fine and flashy
expressions.

Anukul uses his restless brush
strokes boldly in motions with
emotions. His nostalgia about his
rural days left behind peeps through
in his city life now. The people
whom he used to know and spend
time with at festivals and celebra-
tion, as if he is meeting them in the
concrete city streets of today are
themes too. They are busy with their
day-to-day lives in different profes-
sions to earn livelihoods in hard-
ship and tenacity.

Anukul's creations, expressed
with spontaneous impressions are
narratives about human lives in
suggestive ways. He uses coloured
patches and assembles these
together to glance into urban sce-
narios but with concealed rural

“Right To Water”
going to Berlin

Documentary film from Bangladesh,
"Right To Water”, has been invited for
screening at the 31st International Short
Film Festival Berlin, one of the most pres-
tigious short film festivals in Europe. The
five-day festival will begin on November
10.

The three-minute documentary is made
by Sohel Mohammad Rana, a post gradu-
ate from the Faculty of Fine Arts of Dhaka
University.

Inspired by the works of Kim Ke, a
noted filmmaker of South Korea, Rana
made the documentary without words.

With only one master shot, “Right To
Water” is based on the daily lives of peo-
ple, the young filmmaker said, adding that
it depicted people's struggle to fetch water
from an open roadside water line.

Earlier this year, “Right To Water” won
KisaKes Film Festival, Istanbul-Berlin 2015,
9th River Film Festival 2015, Italy and 13th
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RIGHT TO_WATER

International Short and Independent Film
Festival 2015, Bangladesh.

Besides, the runner-up award for Water
Aid Shorts Film Competition 2015, United
Kingdom, went to the documentary. It has
also been invited for screening in Canada,
LISA, Mexico, India and few other coun-
tries.

Regarding his big plans for the future,
Rana said he wants to see himself become
a filmmaker of repute, and has already
started writing his new film.
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
